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ABSTRACT

This thesis entitled “Tourist Behaviors Affecting Tourism in Institute for the
Northeastern Research Institute of Petrified Wood and Mineral Resources (In Honor of
His Majesty the King) Nakhon Ratchasima Rajabhat University” aimed to 1) study the
tourist behaviors affecting tourism in Northeastern Research Institute of Petrified Wood
and Mineral Resources, Nakhon Ratchasima Rajabhat University and, 2) study the
relationships between tourist behaviors and their personal factors affecting tourism in
Northeastern Research Institute of Petrified Wood and Mineral Resources, Nakhon
Ratchasima Rajabhat University. Samples used in this study were 400 tourists.
Research tools for collecting data were sets of questionnaire. Data were analyzed by
statistical methods to find the frequency, percentage and relationship between
variables. The results revealed that,

Most of tourists 218 of 400 tourists were female, 166 of them were aged
between 20-39 years cld, 177 had their higheét educational backgrounds in bachelor's
degree, 222 were pupils and students, 207 had their average monthly incomes lower
than 5,000 Bahts and 240 of all tourists lived in Nakhon Ratchasima Province.

The behaviors of 400 tourists who visited there was found that 151 of them
had their objectives to open their world views/want to find new things by themselves,
214 visited in Saturday and Sunday, 170 travelled by their personal carsil 114 travelled

by school/ educational institution’s buses, 309 were the first time of their visiting,
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196 had their companions more than 21 persons, 285 spent their times for 1-2 hours
of visiting, 147 perceived data about this institute by their educational institutions, 267
spent lower than 500 Baths for their visits and 302 of all tourists visited there in form of
their round trips as well as asked for extra activity as placing their photos on products
of the institute

Results of the relationships between tourist behaviors; in aspect of their
travelling objectives, duration, method, type and companion; and their personal factors
were related in all aspects.

Suggestions in this study were as follows; Public relation-online information via
internet, seasonal activities, road show and etc. should be provided, Management on
infrastructures of tourism such as telephone boxes, ATM boxes, food shops, souvenir
shops, parking lot tickets for tourists, emergency exits and lamps in all exhibition halls
available for emergency cases, package tours or promotions in cheap prices in order to
tourism promotion and to support ail classes of people for their equal rights of tourism
with cooperation of adjacent attractions such as buying a ticket from the institute could
visit Nakhon Ratchasima Zoo and Suranaree University of Techneology Butterfly Park
with free of charge and bilingual headphones for tourists in Thai and English. These

should be provided as alternatives for tourists.
