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ABSTRACT

‘This study aimed to investigate the sub-district administration organization roles
of tourism development in Nakhon Ratchasima province and compares' the sub-district
administration organization roles of tourism development in Nakhon Ratchasima
province classified by the potential of the tourism.

From the 161 of sub-district administration organizations in Nakhon Ratchasima
province were randomly sampied as the study group. All of sub-district administration
organizations are under the Department of Local Administration. In addition, these
sub-district administration organizations were divided by two potentials of tourism:

54 high potential and 107 low potential.

Rating scale questionnaires with five rating scales were used as the instrument
for data collection. The questionnaires were divided into five roles of sub-district
administration organizations in tourism: Surveying tourist information, developing
tourism sites, attraction promoting of tourism, developing the facilities tourist attraction,
and supporting of people participation in tourism development.

The statistical methodology used for data analysis were percentage, mean ( i)
standard deviation (S.D.) and t-test.

Resuits of the study

1. Overall, the Sub-District Administration Organization role of tourism
development in Nakhon Ratchasima province were rated at the middle level as viewed

from all aspects. By following expectation from five parts of tourism development,
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it was found that three parts of tourism development were rated at the middie level,
namely, surveying tourist information, developing tourism sites, and attraction promoting
of tourism. Whereas the low level, there were two aspects: Developing the facilities
tourist attraction, and supporting of people participation in tourism development.

2. As compared the roles of tourism development of sub-district administration

- organizations in Nakhon Ratchasima province by the potential of the tourism, it was

found that both high and low sub-district administration organization were not
significantly different at .05 levei,

Furthermore, there were 25.23 percentage of low potential tourism development
did not do any activities of tourism. However, 74.77 percentages of them still did these
activities. And there were 12.96 percentage of high potential tourism development also
did not do these activities and still did these activities at 87.04 percentage respectively.
As considered by each aspect of tourism development, it was found that all five of

them were also not significantly different at .05 level,
