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Abstract

Effectiveness to the tourism and the Thai tourists behavior in Erawan National
Park is thesis that covered the objectives as follows :

1. To know some information who visit in area of Erawan National Park such as
genders, ages, stalus, educational, occupation and earning etc.

2. Study for effectiveness to the tourists traveling in area of Erawan National
Park just perfect making a plan to development the natural resources through the
facilities and activittes of National Park.

3. Study for Thai tourists behavior in Erawan National Park for perfecting to
action research for both of privacy and government organizations. The group of the
research was the tourists who traveled in Erawan National Park, Kanchanaburi province
during 1 November 2006 to 31 January 2007. According to the simple space was 450
people so in this case the questionnaire is mainly research material that it has a reliability
of 0.87.

Demographic data on visitor to Erawan National Park are reported a group of
450 tourists who visited the park between 1 November 2006 to 31 January 2007 were

surveyed.



1. The majority, 54 % of respondents were female.

43.3 % of respondents were between the ages of 20-30 years old.
64 % reported being single.

47.8 % of respondents were secondary or university-level students.

28 % of the visitors eamed less than 5,000 Baht a monith.
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23.3 % of respondents were from Bangkok.

An analysis of the effectiveness of the development of nature resources and
use of facilities and activities at the National Park was conducted.

1. Respondents reported transportation, natural resources, tourism activities
and park management to be the areas of highest concern.

2. Age was a factor in tourist behavior and interests.

3. Level of salary appeared to affect the duration of the stay and expenses
incurred by the tourists.

4, The availability of other sightseeing locations effected the tourist behaviors
in the area of transportation and frequency of visiting the National Park.

5. Different genders had different traveling habits.

6. Educational leve! affected tourist behaviors.

7. People with different occupations effected the choices of modes of
transportation used, the frequency of visits, and behavior while visiting the Park.

8. Home of origin affected the tourists' choices of mode of transportation used,
the frequency of visits, budgets for each frip, and other behaviors.

9. Management activities and providing different access to natural resources

affected tourist behavior.
