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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were 1) examine the travel behavior of tourists
visiting Tad Mok National Park, Phetchabun Province, and 2} to identify guidelines for the
waterfall development guideling for sustainabie ecologizal tourism. A guestionnaire used
for collecting the data was used. The subjects of this research were 400 people; of this
number 127 were tourists, 256, local residents, and 8 government officials and
entrepreneurs from the private sector.  Frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, t-test, One - way ANOVA analysis, Pearson's product moment correlation
coefficient were used in analyzing the dala.

The findings revealed the following:

There were significant differences between sex, age, education, cccupation, and
monthly income of tourists and ecotourism behaviors at the leve! of 0.05.

Educational level, occupation, and income had an effect on of the opinions of the
respondents toward the guidelines for waterfall development for sustainable ecotourism
in the Tad Mok

There were significant differences at the level of 0.05 between levels of highest
educational, cccupational, income revenue and the opinion of the respondenis toward

the guidelines for waterfall development for sustainable ecotourism.



There were no significant differences between sex, status, age and the subjects’
opinions on the guidelines for water development for sustainable for ecotourism at Tad

Mok National Park..

From the analysis of data, six areas of waterfall development guidelines for
sustainable ecotourism, namely national park management, tourism resource
management, educational provision and awareness building, participation management,
and presentation for the waterfall development guideline of the Tad Mok National Park
as sustainable tourist attraction source of 6 aspects comprising of the National Park
management, tourism resources management, educational provision and conscience
building, participation management, service management provision, and the provision of

amenity and facility management of the waterfall routing access.
