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ABSTRACT

This research aimed at conducting the tourism resource audit and SWOT
Analysis of the tourism development in Province and building the strategic plan for
integrated sustainable tourism development in Samutprakan Province.

Qualitative research form was used in this research. The tools for data
collection were tourism resource audit checklists and questionnaire. 400 copies of
questionnaires were distributed to 4 sample groups, Piblie sector, private sector, local
people and tourists. Data analysis was done by applying percentage, mean, and
standard deviation.

The result revealed that:

The moot significant Tourism resources of Samutprakan were: Bang Pu and
Bang Khun Thian Seaside Center, Mangrove Forest, Crocodile Farm, the Ancient City
and Buddhist Temples, Marine Pagoda Festival, Buddha Receiving Lotus Flower
Festival, visiting fireflies and Bang Nam Pheng Floating Market, and visiting Mangrove
Forest to study the ecosystem.

The vision of Tourism development in Samutprakan:

There will be tourism development in Samuprakan Province to preserve its natural
resources and the environment in sustainable way, and the province will be also
developed to become the World Cultural Heritage Ecotourism Center to preserve its art

and culture. The development will be focusing on self-sufficiency economy theory and
