Abstract

The objectives of this survey research were to study and compare the
needs of both Thai and foreign tourists towards Hua - Hin tourism management. The
informants were randomed from the Thai and foreign tourists who came to Hua - Hin
during March and April.

The checklist questionnaire was used with both types of tourists.
Frequency and percentage were used for analyzing their needs.

The study showed the following :

1. As for the needs of both Thai and foreign tourists, they needed
Hua - Hin to be as follows :

For the planning and strategy management, they needed Hua - Hin to
be peaceful, to have high rate of safety with beautiful beaches and nature. For the
tourist’'s attractions and uniqueness, they needed Hua - Hin to improve and have more
potential in the beach adjustment with more basic facelilities such as local transportation,
traffic control, parking areas, footpath and more shopping areas for souvenirs. For
the personnel management, they needed Hua - Hin to increase the personnel efficiency
of English and other lauquages. For the basic services and public utilities, they needed
Hua - Hin to have the cleaner and better beach areas. For the public relation and
advertising management, they needed Hua - Hin to advertise more in the internet,
newspapers, magazines, festivals and public celebrations.

2. As for the comparison of the Thai and foreign tourists towards the
Hua - Hin tourism management, the result found that the needs of Thai and foreign
tourists showed the differences towards the five aspects with the statistic significance

at .01 level.
