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ABSTRACT
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The research was aimed to assess the level of participation of the Kamala sub- district
residents in entering the tourism business, to examine the factors affecting the participation, as
well as to study the barriers and suggestions to this problem . The sample of 214 people were all
heads or representatives of the households living in the area of Kamala. The main instrument was
a questionnaire. The statistical methods employed consisted of Arithmetic Means, Standard
Deviation, and Frequency.

The results of the study were :

1. It was found that the level of participation of Kamala residents was low in many
areas : raising issues, planning, follow- up and assessment. The area of the implementing
participation plans was found to be moderate.

2. The factors affecting the residents’ participation included development of tourist
attractions and assistance from the government.

3. The problems in the project derived from lack sufficient information for tourism
promotion, lack cooperation among local people, private organizations, and government sectors,
no channels for people’s opinions to be heard , and insufficient funding.

4. The following are the priorities to improve the participation from the residents : 1)
providing more opportunities for the residents to participate in the restoration process such as

raising issues, planning, implementing the plans, and follow-up the process 2) encouraging

effective cooperation among residents, private and public organizations 3) providing information

and training courses for the residents to prepare themselves for the tsunami.
