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Abstract

The purpose of this research is to develop a nature trail guide book on Chom Num
Tok trail in Ton Nga Chang wildlife sanctuary for both trail leaders and Mathayom suksa I
students. It aims to promote knowledge, understanding, attitudes towards nature and ecological
systems of a tropical rain forest and environment, as well as attitudes towards conservative
behaviour among the youth. The research method is based on one experiment and one control
groups (using and not using the guide book) with a pre-test and post-test design. The research is
divided into two stages. The first stage is to develop the nature trail guide book by studying
ccological systems of the tropical rain forest and collecting data on the trail. The drafted book
was adjusted after two groups of the youth used it. The second stage is a try-out using the book
with both experiment and control groups of 62 Mathayom suksa I students in Hadyai Jarean Rad
school. Assessments of the learning experience, attitudes, satisfaction and quality of the book
users were obtained by tests and questionnaires. A T-test statistic method was used for data
analysis. The result of the experiment shows that the trail guide book is useful in promoting the
knowledge, understanding, attitudes of the youth towards of the nature and the ecological
system of the tropical rain forest, as well as attitudes towards conservative behaviour. The degrees
of their satisfaction and quality with the guide book are high. This natural trail guide book is

qualified to be used in the Ton Nga Chang wilfelife sanctuary.
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
