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Abstract

Subject : Forest business along the Thai-Malaysian border

The research on the tourist business along the Thai-Malaysian border aimed at the
Study of the views of the tourist business operators, operators related to the tourist business,
government authorities, tourists and the people who are living along the Thai-Malaysian
border, business related to the tourism along the Thai-Malaysian border, Study the factors
cffecting the tourist business along the Thai-Malaysian border and forecasting the number of
foreign tourists travelling into the five provinces in the Southern part of Thailand during
2003-2006 for the tourism purpose. Such views from the 4 groups of people may have
affected the tourist business along the Thai-Malaysian border in 9 dimensions which
consisted of services, facilities, tourist attractions, lodging, food, prices of foods, consumer
products, honesty and safety. The study was made during the year of 1996 to 2003, using 457
samples from 5 provinces in the southern part of Thailand and in the 5 northern States of
Malaysian which consisted of Songkhla, Yala, Pattani, Narathiwat, Satun, Cadah, Periz,
Kelantan, Perak and Penang. The statistics used in this research were percentage, average,
frequency analysis, standard deviation, Complex regressive equation and Simple regressive
equation. The samples were collected by chance.

The Study result of the background showed that majority of the responders were male
with ages in between 31-35 years old, graduated the junior high school education, holding to
the Islamic religion, engaging in the trading business, servicing on tourists. The period of the
business engagement was longer than 10 years with income lower than 3,000 baht/month.
They viewed that the tourist business condition along the Thai-Malaysian border was in the
intermediate level as the economic crisis had little effect against the tourist business along the
Thai-Malaysian border while the extension of the open-close period of the customs post
along the Thai-Malaysian border had very much effect against the tourist business along the
Thai-Malaysian border.

The study result of the views with respect to the tourist business along the Thai-
Malaysian border in 9 dimensions, consisting of the tourist business operators, business
operator relating to the tourist business, government authorities, tourists and the people who
were living along the Thai-Malaysian border showed that the dimensions on facilities, tourist
attractions, lodging aud accommodations, food, prices, consumer products, honesty and
safety could contribute to the promotion and development of the tourist business along the
Thai-Malaysian border at the intermediate level while the service dimension could contribute
to at the good level. ‘ b

The study result of the factors effecting the tourist business along the Thai-Malaysian
border showed that the number of tourists coming in, tourists’ expenses with respect to the
tourism and the average number of days of tourists’ stays were contributed to the promotion
and development of the tourist business along the Thai-Malaysian border, in the case of
Southern border of Thailand, in the same direction.

The result of the forecast of the number of foreign tourists travelling into the Southern
border areas of Thailand in the future during 2003-2006 showed the trend of increase and in
accordance with the established hypothesis.
