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Tourism industry plays an important role to the country in term of
imncome generation as well as job opportunity. Krabi province is one of the
most famous place. For both Thai and Foreigner tourists in Thailand with the
outstanding reputation and its own unique, Krabi has a high growth rate
tourists through the time. One of main objectives of the study is to consider
the relationship between the demographic data and the behavior of both Thai
and Tourists in Krabi

Research methodology: Questionaires were distributed to tourists in
Krabi province. Evaluation program using Chi-square were used to test the
relationship between the demographic data and the behavior of tourist in
Krabi province by separate the process in two part. The first part is testing the
hypothesis concerning personal behavior of Thai tourists. The second part

based on the data of foreigner tourists.
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The result of the first part found that demographic data such as sex,
age, marital status,- education, income and occupation affect the behavior of
Thai tourists. The most 3 impressive characteristics of Krabi province to Thai
tourists are 1) Beautiful natural scenery 2) Good Climate and 3) Sport such as
climbing, snorkeling, Kayaking etc. The 3 suggestions from Thai tourists are
1) High living-cost 2) inconvenience transportation and 3) Inadequate of
tourist information. The result of the second part discovered that the
demographic data including age, marital étatus, education and income affect
the behavior of foreigner tourists. The most 3 impressive characteristics of
Krabi province to foreigner tourists are 1) Beautiful nature scenery 2) Friendly
people and 3) Good Climate respectively. Foreigner tourists recommend that
the most 3 adjustments are 1) Unsanitary Conditions. 2) Language’s problem

and 3) Total advantage on tourists.
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
