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The purpose of this thesis was to study the factors that influenced the
decision to revisit Pattaya among foreign tourists and to estimate the
coefficients in the econometric model that explained the relationships between
these factors and the decision. Data and information used in the study were
collected by questionnaire interviewing of 350 samples selected from foreign
tourists in Pattaya. Data derived from the samples, then, were analyzed
descriptively and quantitatively. The Binary logit model was estimated by
using the Eviews program to analyze the possible relationships between the

decision to revisit and factors that affected the decision.

Determining factors in this model were gender, occupation, income,

tourist expense budget, advertising, satisfaction, and problems facing foreign
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tourists while the dependent variable was whether the tourist will decide to
revisit or not.

It was found that the satisfaction of goods and services was the most
important factor determining the decision to revisit Pattaya among the foreign
tourists. On the other hand, the most important factor affecting their decision

not to revisit was the problem of rape and sexual harassment.
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
