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This thesis describes survey research undertaken in the ihvestigation of
the effects of tourism on the way of life of the Koh Kret Mon community in
Nonthaburi province by reference to economic, social and cultural factors.

A questionnaire was administered to 338 members of a sample
population for purposes of collecting data. Additionally, data were obtained
from interviewing ten community leaders.

Findings are as follows:

In regard to the economic aspect, tourism has increased community
income. It creates work and jobs in addition to bringing growth to the

community.
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In regard to the social aspect, tourism brings in its wake greater
convenience in the lives of community members by virtue of members being
able to benefit from better infrastructure. It encourages good relations between
neighbors and makes the way of life of the community more satisfying to its
members.

In regard to the cultural aspect, tourism encourages people in the
community to cooperate at a deeper level in maintaining community arts,
culture and traditions. The people in the community participate in various
traditional activities. Also, they enjoy tourist participation in such traditional
activities.

In addition, it is found that factors influencing changes in the way of
life of the people in the community economically, socially, and culturally
derive from the spheres of education, civil society, and governmental policy.
In other words, community members with higher education see that touﬁsfp
influences the way of life of the community in the economic and social
spheres. Commumnity members of low educational attainment, however, see
the influences of tourism in the cultural sphere. If the community remains
cohesively intact and governmental policy increasingly promotes tourism, the
community will be more greatly influenced in the economic, social and

cultural spheres in the future.
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
