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This thesis investigates various factors affecting the number of tourists
from the United Kingdom (UK) visiting the Kingdom of Thailand (Thailand).
To this end, relevant secondary time series data from the period between 1991
and 2007 were analyzed using multiple regression equation and the ordinary
least squares (OLS) method.

Findings are as follows:

The researcher determined that the number of UK tourists visiting
Thailand was directly correlated at a statistically significant level with the
variables of the number of UK visitors at the same period in the previous year,
the baht-pound exchange rate, the gross domestic product (GDP) of the UK,

as well as the dummy variables of the affects of the tsunami, bird flu,
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governmental reform and unrest in the three southern provinces. This finding
was congruent with the set hypothesis posited for this investigation.
However, the researcher also found that the variable of the UK
population was not correlated with the number of UK tourists visiting
Thailand. This finding was incongruent with the set hypothesis postulated for

this inquiry.
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
