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In this thesis, the researcher investigates the determinants of tourism in
Samut Songkhram province.

Using the accidental sampling method, the researcher selected a sample
population consisting of 200 tourists who were visiting Samut Songkhram
province in the period between June 1 and June 30 of 2011. The instrument
of research was a questionnaire.

Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the researcher analyzed the
data collected in terms of percentage and mean.

Findings are as follows:

Most of the tourists visiting Samut Songkhram province were single
females between the ages of twenty-five and twenty-nine who were holders of

a bachelor’s degree. They had a domicile in the central region and either
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owned their own businesses or they were students or university students with
a monthly income of 20,000 baht or more.

Most of the tourists examined had visited Samut Songkhram province
more than once using personal automobiles for traveling to the province.
Relaxation was the objective of their visit. They knew of tourist attractions
from word of mouth. The attraction visitors most frequently intended to visit
was the Amphawa evening floating market.

These tourists were most impressed by the friendliness of local people.
Next, in descending order, was the area’s scenery and environment. Things
which needed to be improved were cleanliness in tourist attraction areas and

signs giving directions to tourist attractions.
