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In this thesis, the researcher evaluates (1) the vocational diploma
curriculum in Hospitality and Tourism at Ayutthaya Vocational College by
reference to all aspects incorporated into the context, input, process and product
(CIPP) model. Furthermore, the researcher studies (2) problems in this curriculum
in addition to providing curriculum recommendations.

The sample population collected for the purposes of this research
investigation consisted of 260 curriculum administrators, lecturers in the field
of Hospitality and Tourism, graduates at the vocational diploma level, second
and third year students in the field of Hospitality and Tourism, and entrepreneurs

taking on students in the program for further training,.
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The instrument of research was a set of three five-rating scale
questionnaires. The first questionnaire was designed to gather data concerning
the opinions of curriculum administrators and the lecturers and which was
couched at the reliability level of 0.97. The second questionnaire was used to
collect data involving the opinions of students and graduates and which was
couched at the reliability level of 0.96. The third questionnaire dealt with compiling
data regarding the opinions of entrepreneurs and which was couched at the
reliability level of 0.92.

Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the researcher analyzed the
data collected in terms of frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation.

Findings are as follows:

1. Curriculum administrators, lecturers, students, and graduates expressed
evaluative opinions toward the curriculum in an overall picture and in each
aspect-context, input, process, and product-at a high level.

2. Entrepreneurs displayed evaluative opinions vis-a-vis this curriculum
in the aspect of product as exemplified in the effectiveness of student training
in an overall picture at a high level.

3. Problems found in applying the curriculum and recommendations
can be summarized as follows:

3.1 In regard to the aspect of context, curriculum administrators,
lecturers, students, and graduates were of the opinion that the contents of each
component of the curriculum should be organized so as to be in congruence

with the goals of the curriculum and can be actually used in practice.
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3.2 In regard to the aspect of input, curriculum administrators, lecturers,
students, and graduates exhibited the opinion that up-to-date, high quality and
ready-to-use equipment for instruction and study should be provided.

3.3 In regard to the aspect of process, curriculum administrators,
lecturers, students, and graduates manifested the opinion that activities for
instruction and study should be provided that are in keeping with subject
contents and the needs of students.

3.4 Concerning the aspect of product, curriculum administrators and
lecturers held the opinion that student personality development should be
encouraged such that personal characteristics would be more appropriate to
the occupation students adopt. Students, graduates, and entrepreneurs expressed
the opinion that students should be encouraged to have an awareness of being
Thai, and should express devotion to the community at large by regularly

organizing social activities.
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
