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This investigation is concerned with a survey of foreign tourists in
Cha-am District, Petchaburi Province. Factors that attracted foreign tourists
included traditions, culture, history, natural scenery, hospitality and services
rendered, low cost and safety.

This study uses both primary and secondary data. The researcher collected
primary data by perusing the results from interviewing seventy-two tourists and
twenty workers in the tourist industry.

Major findings indicate that most foreign tourists pay particular attention
to the factors of safety and low costs. However, housewives and members whose

education level is lower than most emphasize low costs.
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
