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This thematic paper investigates and compares the behaviors of Thai
tourists in Pattaya City using gender and other demographical characteristics
as putative determinants of behaviors.

By means of the accidental sampling method, 310 Thai tourists visiting
Pattaya City were selected as members of the sample population. The
instrument of research was a self-administered questionnaire.

The descriptive statistics technique of percentage was utilized in the
analysis of the data obtained. Additionally, the odds ratio technique was also
employed in computing ratios for purposes of comparison.

Findings are as follows:

The majority of the Thai tourists visiting Pattaya City were females

with an average age lower than twenty-five and who were unmarried and
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holders of a bachelor’s degree. The majority were students with a monthly
income between 5,000 and 10,000 baht.

The test of the hypothesis postulated for this thematic paper shows that
Thai tourists visiting Pattaya City who differed in gender concomitantly

exhibited differences in tourism behaviors.
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
