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This thematic paper investigates factors affecting international tourists
in Thailand in the period between 1993 and 2007.

Relevant data collected were analyzed using an econometric model in
conjunction with the ordinary least squares (OLS) method and the EViews 5.1
computer program.

The analysis of factors affecting international tourists in Thailand
indicates that travel expenditures incurred while traveling in Thailand, budgets
used for tourism management, and the baht/dollar exchange rate affected the
number of international tourists traveling to Thailand at a statistically significant

level in accordance with the set hypothesis of this thematic paper.
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
