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In recent years, it has been widely know that tourism industry is very
important to the growth of Thai economy. Increasing number of international
tourists has provided more cmployment, higher income, improved balance
of payment, as well as more favorable income distribution.

The objective of this thesis is to study demand for international tourists,
Number of these tourists will also be forecasted. The result from this study is
expected to be useful for planning and policy implementation, both by public
and private sector, to promote and support tourism industry in the future.

In the thesis, Ordinary least squares method analysis for the number of
intermational tourists to Thailand. Data used in the model were secondary

annual data from 1987 to 2002.
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The study found that traveling expenditure, real per capita income,
number { international tourists in pervious year change in same direction with

the number of international tourists in present year.
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
