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This thesis studies the factors that affect present and future demand for
labor in the hospitality industry.

- The study finds that the demand for labor is affected by the following:
the number of hotels and restaurants, total tourist expenditures, and wages in
the industry. The relationship among these factors is as follows.

I. Number of hotels and labor demand are directly related. For
example, when the number of hotels increases, labor demand will increase
accordingly.

2. Total tourist expenditure is indirectly related to labor demand. For
instance, when total tourist expenditure is high, labor demand will decrease,

because the increasing expenditure will delay the tourists” decision to travel.
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3. Labor wagés vary in direct proportion to labor demand, for
example when labor wages increase, labor demand will increase accordingly,
because highly skilled and experienced labor is needed.

The prediction regarding labor demand between 2005 to 2009 is as
follows: 2,443 thousand persons, 2,584 thousand persons, 2,730 thousand

persons, 2,882 thousand persons and 3,040 thousand persons, respectively.
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
