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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to: 1) develop on the English communicative skills of local in
a homestay tourism promote. 2) maximize capability of the community to use English in
tourism industrial circumstance , and 3) to propose ways to improve and develop communicative
English skills as a tools to enhance home-stay tourism. The samples were 30 locals living in
home-stay village selected by the purposive sampling technique. The training course in
developing English communicative skills lasted totally 30 hours. Tools employed in this
research were 1) a survey of communicative training course needs, 2) communicative English
training course, 3) pre and post test. And 4) satisfactory evaluation of the training course
provided. Statistics used to analyze data were percentages, means, standard deviations and t-test
values using SPSS/PC Program
The research found that 1) local need five topics of study in the training course such
as Tourists Welcoming, Information Giving, Traditional Performance, Traditional Culture and
Local Foods respectively, 2) The locals in home stay village developing on English
communicative skills by English communicative skills lessons had significantly higher post-test
scores than their pre—test scores at the .05 level, 3) there were also a significant well attitude
toward this English communicative skills development. The recommendations are the content of

the training course should be practical that can be effectively applied to the real tourism situation



so the training course itself has to be adjusted and adapted to different circumstances for the
further studied and there must be a monitor after the training course finish in order to investigate

retention practically, and effectiveness of the course.
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
