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ABSTRACT

The purpose of the research were antecedents of Buddhist tourism behavior in
university students. There are two major objectives. First to find the important situational and
psychological correlates of two aspects of Buddhist tourism behavior, Secondly, to determine
the relationship among lifestyle and Buddhist travel behavior in university students.
Questionnaires were used to collect survey data from 400 University students in Bangkok and

the vicinity.
There are 3 Major research findings.

First, Students who were in one or more of these 5 favorable situation,i.e. received
high love and reasoning child-rearing practices, having high parental modeling, or received
high information about Buddhist tourism, were the high scorers on tourism behavior under
studied than their opposites. There results were evident in the total sample, and especially

subgroup.

Secondly, students who were higher on one or more of the following psychological
characteristics,ie., more knowledge about Buddhist tourism, or having highly favorable attitude
towards Buddhist tourism or having higher moral reasoning ability, were the higher scorers on

behavior than their opposites. There results were evident in the total sample, and subgroup.

Thirdly, Lifestyle of student were segmented into 8 group; “Actualizers” “Fulfilled”
“Achievers” “Experiencers” “believers” “Strivers” “Makers” “Struggler” and Buddhist tourism

behavior had positive correlation with lifestyle in Unviersity Students.
