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The purposes of this, thesis, were) to: 1) study the roles of local leaders toward
Ecotourism Promotion. 2) study characteristics toward Ecotourism Promotion of local leaders
3) compare their roles divided “by démographic information. 4) comparestheir characteristics
divided by demographic<information and 5 ) study relationships between their roles and
characteristics/on ecotourism promotion. The sample consisted of~297local leaders in Lat
Krabang district, Bangkok Metropolitan Authoity. They awere, selected by simple random
sampling. (Research instrument used was a questionnaire constructed by literature review. Data
were ‘analyzed by frequency, percentage, mean, standard, deviation-test, one way analysis of

varianee and Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation Coefficient.

Findings revealed that: Most local Teaders were male, had one year experience at the
position, were 46-60 years old by average, had educated secondary school. They got information
toward ecotourism at lowdevel but«/perceived the role of promotion of ecotourism at medium
level. Also they had knowledges in concept, meaning, main components and management of

ecotourism at higher level.

After hypothesis testing, it was found that 1) the local leaders who had differences in
time of position perceived different information of ecotourism. 2) the leaders who had differences
in position, time of position and educational level had different perceptions of the role of
ecotourism promotion. 3) the local leaders who had differences in position and time of position

had different knowledge and understanding toward concept, meaning, main components and



management of ecotourism promotion. 4) the local leaders who had differences in position
and time of position had different intrinsic and extrinsic motivation of ecotourism promotion. 5)
the local leaders who had differences in position, time of position and educational level had
different roles of ecotourism promotion toward education and management. 6) perception of
information toward ecotourism had a positive relationship with roles of local leaders toward
education and management. 7) perception of the role of ecotourism promotion had a positive
relationships with the roles of local leaders in education-and management. 8) knowledge and
understanding about concept, meaning, component$ andimanagement of ecotourism had a positive
relationship with ecotourism promotion_in education and management of local leaders and 9)
intrinsic and extrinsic motivation in ‘ecotourism promotion had positive relationship with

ecotourism promotion in education-and management of local leaders.
