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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to develop and to investigate the results
of implementing the School-Based Curriculum on English for Nakhon Phanom Tourism. The
curriculum was adapted to teach Mathayomsuksa 4 students of Nakaesamakkhiwitthaya School

under the Office of Nakhon Phanom Educational Service Area 1. The process of curriculum

development consisted of studying the basic education curriculum, surveying the community needs

then drafting and-criticizing the curriculum. The curriculum draft, the test and the attitude surveying

form were examined by the experts. These achievement tests (pre-test and post-test) and the

questionnaires used to survey the students’ attitudes toward leamning English were revised and

developed until they had the acceptable difficulty and discrimination power values. The curriculum

was tried out before experimenting with the samples which were the 35 Mathayomsuksa 4/1

students studying in the first semester of the academic year 2007 in Nakaesamakkhiwitthaya School

under the Office of Nakhon Phanom Educational Service Area 1. It took 20 hours for the

experiment then the results were analyzed to find out the efficiency level of the curriculum and to

compare the pre-test and post-test average scores. The attitudes toward learning English before and

after studying through the developed curriculum were also compared. The comparison results were

tested by using t-test (Dependent Samples).



The findings of this research were as follows :

1. The efﬁciency of School-Based Curriculum on English for Nakhon Phanom
Tourism developed for Mathayomsuksa 4 students of Nakaesamakkhiwitthaya School under the
Office of Nakhon Phanom Educational Service Area 1 was 80.86/78.64 which was higher than the
assigned 75/75 standard ‘criterion.

2. The post-test average score was higher than the pre-test one at the .01 level of
significance.

3. The students’ attitude toward leaming English after studying through the

developed curriculum were higher than before at the .01 level of significance.
