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The purpose of this research was to develop the extra curriculum activities towards ecotorism for
junior secondary education students consisted of 4 stages as follow : (1) the study of the fundamental data (2)
the development of extra curriculum activities.

The instruments employed to collect the data were interview forms, focus group guideline,
questionnaires, extra curriculum activities, achievement test, behavioral observation forms and portfolio
evaluation forms. Percentages, content analysis mean, standard deviation and t — test dependent were
employed for the analysis of data.

The research findings were as follow : 1) Students and persons involved would like to have the
development of extra curriculum towards eco — tourism. 2) The developed extra curriculum consisted of
preface, objectives, contents, activity guideline; media, evaluation method and seven activities. The experts
decided that the extra curriculum had an appropriate efficiency. 3) The extra curriculum was implemented with
30-junior secondary school students, and the officers from Sai— Yok National Park and researcher managed the
students activities. 4) Students learning achievement before and after the implementation of the extra curriculum
were statistically significant different at the level of .05. The students could perform all seven activities at a good
level. Besider students award of national resources conservation. However the developed extra curriculum

should improved an evaluation method and learning schedule.
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
