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The objectives of this research are to study the tourism motivation and
satisfaction of Thai tourists toward Phu Foilom Ecotourism Project of Udon — Thani
Province. The sampling groups under this research study were 400 Thai tourists
traveling to Phu Foilom Ecotourism project of Udon — Thani Province. Resource audit
and questionnaire form were used as research instrument. Statistical analyses were
performed by using SPSS for percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test independent,
one-way analysis of variance, Scheffie’s test for multiple comparison and Chi-square test

of independence.

The results of the research were as follows.

1. Phu Foilom Ecotourism Project’s initiate tourism resources are Tharn Ngam
waterfall, sight seeing points, Her Majesty the Queen’s Golden Jubilee Garden, natural
trekking route, Phu Foilom Dinosour Park, folkways, local foods, Phu Foilom Football
Club, Phu Foilom Cleaning Project, bird watch activities, nature study activities, trekking
activities, public utility systems and basic infrastructures.

2. Most of Thai tourists traveling to Phu Foilom Ecotourism Project of Udon —
Thani province were male, residents of the Northeastern region with age range from15 —
24 years. Most of them have educational level of bachelor degree with income less than
10,000 bahts.

3. The reasons in which tourists decided to go to Phu Foilom were to relax from
work or study, to get together with friends, to explore new experiences and want to
support government’s tourism campaign.

4. Most of Thai tourists were satisfied with Phu Foilom Ecotourism Project of

Udon — Thani province especially on beauty of tourist attractions and they were most



impressed to natural tourist attractions especially the Tharn — Ngam waterfall and
viewpoint. However, the service were in the middle level of satisfaction.

5. The results of hypothesis testing were as follows.

5.1 Thai tourists with different sex, age, education level, occupation, monthly
income and residential region had different motivation in tourism.

5.2 Thai tourists with different sex, age, educational level, occupation,
monthly income and residential region had different levels of satisfaction toward
traveling in Phu Foilom Ecotourism Project of Udon — Thani province.

6. The guidelines to develop ecotourism were improvement of the scenery to be
more attractive. Public utility systems and basic infrastructures including path ways,
communication systems, road signs, signs, public telephones, electricity systems, trash
gathering, toilets, and amount of guards should be improved to service tourists. More
over, public relation should be promoted and personnel need to be educated for

ecotourism.
