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The objective of this study has 4 items : 1. to study the traveling zone and various
local resources of Phuket, 2. to study the attitudes of populations and tourist for Strategic
Ecotourism Development Planning of Phuket, 3. to study a potential impact and
environmental recovery of Tsunami, 4. to create and encourage the Strategic Ecotourism
Development Planning of Phuket. The questionnaires and the field work trip are mainly
used in this study.

The research conclusions are as follows.

1. The well-known natural resources of Phuket are included Laem Phromthep, a
variety of beaches and Khao Rang view point, for cultural resources are all sorts of temple,
two heroines monument and old buildings in Phuket city. Festival resources are vegetarian
festival, Thao Thep Kasattri - Thao Sisunthon fair and tourist season opening festival. Other
notable of Phuket tourism activities are Laem Phromthep sunset sigh seeing, snorkeling and
Phuket Fantasea show. Beside that the outstanding service resources are the diversity of
accommodation, convenient traveling and tourism information centre.

2. The conclusions of the SWOT analysis are as follows. Firstly, the strengths of
Phuket which are several world-class tourist attractions, the extraordinary local culture and
stable economy. Secondly, the weaknesses are a high rate cost of living, lacking of
environmental awareness and declining natural environment. Thirdly, the opportunities are a
good reputation of tourism industry and international tourism network. Lastly, the threats are
the global economic fluctuation, seasonal tourism, international cause terrorism,
international conflict epidemic and natural calamity.

3. For studying the alignment of Tsunami recovery which consists of 5 items :

1. the economic policies are to represent the hospitality image and financial providing to
effect entrepreneur, 2. social policies are to provide adequate living facilities and homes for

the victims, 3. natural resource and environmental policies are to make the evaluation



impact of Tsunami, to solve the fresh water problem on the land and 4. utility infrastructural
policy is to renovate the tourist attractions by having all local people to participate the

program.
4. The Strategic Ecotourism Development Planning of Phuket are : vision to be
the international centre of sea world-class destination, to be a high standard place for living

, to be the city of strong culture and having sustainable development and to be the centre of

the Ecotourism.
