The objective of in to examine Interest and Attitude Toward Tourist Destination
Affecting Tourism Behavior Trend in Touring Northern And Southern Regions of Students in
Bangkok Metropolitan Area, classified by gender, age, educational level, income a month,
original domicile and number of time as going in Southern-Northern.

The sample size of this study were 400 Thai college students, both males and
females in state-run and private-run universities in Bangkok . The students who participated
in the present study have experienced taking at least one trip to the north and the south of
Thailand. To collect data, interest and attitude towards the tourist attractions affecting
tourism behavior were obtained through the questionnaire. The descriptive statistical
analysis were employed to determine percentage, Mean and Standard Deviation. t-test,
One-Way ANOVA analysis of variance, Testing of paired difference using Least Significant
Difference method and multiple regression analysis through an analysis of the SPSS were
also used.

The results of the study are as follows:

1. Most of the respondents are females, freshmen, aged between 18-20, who had
income less than or equal to 5,000 baht a month. These respondents live in the central
region of Thailand, and they have experienced taking a trip in the north and south of
Thailand in the total about 1 to 5 times.

2. The students’ attitude towards traveling in the north and south is at the same
level. The students reported the reason for traveling in terms of the natural physical
appearance, and the human-made physical appearance and the facilities at the high level,
and physical appearance that humans create for service touring were rated at the

moderate level.



3. The students’ interest in traveling in the north and south was rated at the high
level. The most interesting destinations for them was the natural tourist attractions such as
the sea, beaches, diving and the corals.

4. The students tend to travel in the north and the south; they rated this variable at
the very high level, and the trend to travel with the families, and friends is considerably at
the high level. In addition, the students’ trend to travel in the north again is at the average of
1.89 per year, and the average trend to travel in the south is 1.95 per year.

5. The students’ personal data such as different genders influenced the tourism
behavior in traveling in the south and the trend to persuade families, relatives and friends to
travel together. The trend to return to those same tourist destinations was statistically
significantly difference at the 0.5 level between the male and female students.

6. The students’ interest in traveling in the north and attitude towards the natural
physical appearance of the tourist destinations are the predictors to the tourism behavior in
terms of the trend to travel in the north and the trend to persuade families, relatives and
friends to travel together.

The trend of tourism behavior =.133 interest in traveling + .231 attitude towards

in touring the north (the trend to travel) the natural physical appearance of the tourist

destinations

The trend of tourism behavior = .144 interest in traveling + .220 attitude towards
in touring the north (trend to persuade the physical tourist destinations
families, relatives and friends to travel)

7. The students’ interest in traveling in the south and the attitude towards the
natural physical appearance, and human-made physical appearance and the facilities are
the predictors to the tourism behavior in terms of the trend to travel in the south and the
trend to persuade families, relatives and friends to travel together.

The trend of tourism behavior = .128 attitude towards the natural physical

in touring the south (the trend to travel) appearance + .152 attitude towards the

human-made physical appearance and the facilities



The trend of tourism behavior =.101 interest in traveling + .113 attitude towards the
in touring the south (trend to persuade natural physical appearance of the tourist destinations
families, relatives and friends to travel) +.109 attitude towards the human-made physical

appearance for service touring

8. The students’ attitude towards touring in the north and south in terms of natural
physical appearance is statistically significant difference at the level .01, The students had
the more positive attitude towards touring in the north in terms of natural physical
appearance than in the south. The reason is that the average mean of the attitude towards
the natural physical appearance of the tourist destinations in the north is higher than that of
the south.

9. The students’ attitude towards touring in the north and south in terms of human-
made physical appearance for service touring is statistically significant difference at the level
.05, The students had the more positive attitude towards touring in the north in terms of
human-made physical appearance for service touring than in the south. The average mean
of the attitude towards the human-made physical appearance for service touring of the
tourist destinations in the north is higher than that of the south

10. The students’ attitude towards traveling in the north and south in terms of
human-made physical appearance for the service touring of the tourist destinations is
statistically significant difference at the .05 level, while means that, the students had more
positive attitude towards the human-made physical appearance for service touring in the
north than that of the south. The average mean of the students’ attitude towards the human-
made physical appearance for service touring of the tourist destinations in the north is

higher than that of the south.
