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The main objectives of the research are to study the potential of Phang-Nga
Province as an ecotourism attractions and to study opinions of local people, government
officers, tourism industry enterprisers, and tourists toward the development and
renovation of ecotourism industry in Khuk Khak Subdistrict Takuapa District Phang-Nga
Province after the Tsunami incident. The results will provide some guidelines to develop
ecotourism in those attraction sites. There are 420 respondents who stay and work in
Khuk Khak Subdistrict Takuapa District Phang-Nga Province. Questionnaires were
open-ended and close-ended questions in addition to using satisfaction ranking method
to collect the data. The sampling group comprises of local people, government officers,
tourism agencies, hotel enterprisers, Thai and foreign tourists. The combination of
percentage, mean and standard deviation were used to analyze the data.

The researcher found that after Tsunami, seven main tourist attractions in Khuk
Khak Subdistrict Takuapa District Phang-Nga Province which are Khao Lak national
park , Khao Lak Beach , Bang Niang Beach , Nang Thong Beach , Khuk khak Beach ,
Laem Pakarang , Pakweep Beach , needed some renovations. The cleanliness is still a
problem and also needs more public relation, facilities development (for example , water
supply system, electricity system, tourist venue guide map) and accommodations
development. All of these problems need improvement as fast as possible. In the future,
these areas can develop into the potential ecotourism venue by continuously
developing the environment. The opinions of sampling groups are as following:

1) The local people need to be a part of tourism development and management
plans.

2.) Tourists satisfy with attractions in Khuk Khak Subdistrict in terms of the
richness of natural resources and good hotel locations. Although there are some
suggestions about the transportation system, public relation policy, and security system

that need to be improved.



3.) The government officers suggested that the tourism and environment
management should be improved. Moreover, the focus should be on basic
infrastructures such as road and electric system. In addition, the ecotourism training is
needed for everyone who are involved in the tourism industry especially the ecotourism
management policy which will not destroy the natural scenery.

4.) The tourism industry enterprisers suggested that the tourism and
environment management should focus on the development of natural attractions such
as in Bang Niang Beach, Laem Pakarang etc. In terms of service developments and
facilities, the related organization should pay attention to the quality of staff and tourists
services. For the activities to support ecotourism and public relation policy, the
concerning organization should create brochures which comprise of directions and
tourist attractions. However, in terms of ecotourism development, it should focus on
strengthening the security system. Lastly, in terms of business management, all
enterprisers in tourism industry should work together in order to sustain this kind of
industry.

The guidelines for sustainable ecotourism development in Khuk Khak Sub
district are as follows:

1.) Renovate and develop tourism and environment: As the result of Tsunami
disaster, there are so many environmental things need to be improve. Numerous tools
can be used to promote Khuk Khak Subdistrict as the ecotourism Thailand, for example,
promoting national resource preservation campaign, ecotourism in local area, seasonal
ecotourism program, public relation toward Khuk Khak, develop main facilities and build
a stronger local community.

2.) Develop economy and agriculture: by teaching career to local people, put
the right man to the right job based on skills and also create a supporting group to
exchange experiences among them

3.) Develop social and human resource: by developing community study
system, seeking new distribution channels for career groups, fight against drugs and
illegal activities, promote good health and sport activities to build up good relations

among the community.
