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The objective of this research was to study factors affecting Thai Tourists’
behavior who travelling to Chieangsan district in Chiengrai Province. Firstly, the
research study in the demographic of Thai tourists. Secondly, the research study on
motivation for travel which concerning on geographic , culture and religion. Thirdly the
research study on the acknowledgement of travel information. Finally the opinion of.
fravel was concerned, it is consist of ; history, ancient remains, culture information
about Golden Triangle such as foods and taste, travel and residence, as well as
correlation of travel behaviors. These behaviors consist of frequency of travel ,the
period for travel and expense for each time. The result of this research will be the
guidefine to develop and improve traveling source in Chieangsan district ,Chiengrai
Province and to support tourist needs, and also be useful for other provinces.

The sampling of this research were 400 Thai tourists who visited in Chieangsan
district ,Chiengrai Province. Data are collected by questionnaire while the statistics
using for data through t-test, ANOAVA (F-Test), Least Significant Different{LSD), and
Pearson-Relation Coefficient.

The results of the research as following;

1. Most of the Thai tourists’ who visited at Chieangsan ,Chiengrai Province
were males. The range of ages were between 30-39 , single , under graduate . Most of
them are employee in private companies and their income per month was between
10,001 - 20,000 Baht.

2. The factors that motivate all travelers were geographic and religion in high
level. The culture was effect their motivation in middle level

3. The acknowledgement of travel information in middle level

4. The opinion of traveling factors were history, ancient remains, culture
Jnformation about Golden Triangle such as foods and taste, travel and residence, all in
good level

6. The satisfactions of Thai tourists were peasant.

6. Most Thai Tourists’ behavior were travel by their own vehicles, travel with

group of friends, relax and sight seeing were preferred. There will be a number of



tourist in the winter season. The frequency of travel was 3 times per each the period
for travel was 4 days per each and expense for each time was 4,851 Baht
approximately.

7. Demographical Characteristics included age, education level, occupation
and income significantly affected to travel behaviors of Thai Tourists, who travel to
Chisangsan district in Chiengrai Province.

8. Geographic and culture were significantly related to travel behaviors of
Thai Tourists.

9. The acknowledgement of travel information was significantly related to
travel behaviors of Thai Tourists,

10. The opinion of traveling factors were history, ancient remains, culture
Jinformation about Golden Triangle such as foods and taste, travel and residence, all in
good level was significantly related to travel behaviors of Thai Tourists.

11. Thai Tourists’ behavior satisfactions in overall were significantly related to

travel behaviors of Thai Tourists,
