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The research titled Guidelines for Ecotourism Development of Nonthaburi
Province under Community’'s Management and Participation has the following objectives:
1.) To study potentiality of tourist attraction sites. 2.) To explore the needs for
developing tourist attraction sites. 3.) To study the needs of public’s participation around
the tourist attraction sites. 4.) To study problems and hindrance in tourism development
by using two instruments including Survey Forms for tourism resources and

questionnaire .

The results of the research are as follows:

1. From the survey of the resources in the tourist sites, it is found that there
are four sites that have high potential with different evaluation scores. The highest
score is Kred Island. The second score is Wat Suan Kaew, and the third is Wat
Chalerm PhraKiatworaviharn . The fourth score is Sainoi Floating Market.

2. Analysis of data:

Population samples of the research sites consist mostly of people with the
age group between 31- 40 with upper secondary level of education, and average
income between 5,001-10,000 baht. Seventy percent of the samples are not members
of community group. About the knowledge of eco-tourism, most of the samples do not
understand it sufficiently.There are high needs in all areas for development. For the
community participation in area development the average score is also high .

Samples of tourist population in the research sites mostly consist of
people with the age group between 20-30 with females more than males. Fourty-two
percent of educational level are bachelor degree and most of them are merchants. Their
average income is less than 5,000 baht, and most of them have been to Nonthaburi
Province for more than three times with average spending each time below 500 baht.
Most of these tourists traveled by private cars with friends for the purpose of resting,

enjoying the scenery and having well-rounded knowledge in eco-tourism.



3. Problems in development of ecotourism of Nonthaburi Province under the
management and participation of the local community include: lacks of safety,
signposts, and space for car parking, as well as comparatively little spending at the
attraction sites. Other problems are discontinued government budgets with improper
management. There is also a lack in public relation information about yearly tourism

activities.

Recommendations for development

From the result of this research, the researcher has constructed vision
toward development of tourism Nonthaburi Province as “Nonthaburi , the orchard ways
of life, varieties of culture, and beautiful plants for adornment”

Strategies in ecotourism development for the four proposed tourist sites are.
