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The research titled, Public Opinion for Sustainable Ecotourism Development in
Amphoe Muang Chiang, has the following aims: 1. Study resources audit in Amphoe
Muang, Chiangmai Province. 2. Analyze factors of personal data. 3. Study the opinion

of the local people. 4. Study the problems and make recommendations for them.

Data analysis was carried out by using a resources audit form and a
questionnaire. The results are showed below.

1. The resources audit complied of 13 attractions and 3 festivals found
in Chiangmai Province. The 13 attractions were Doi Suthep National Park, Wat Phrathat
Doi Suthep, Phu-ping Palace, Mong Hilltribe Village, Huaykaew Waterfall, Siwichai
Monument, Chiangmai Zoo, Wat Phasing, Wat Chedi Luang, Wat Bupparam, Wat Ched
Yot, Chiangmai Gallery Center, Wat U-mong, and the 3 festivals were the Songkran
festival, Loykrathong festival, and Flower festival.

2. The Personal Data analysis was created using local people from
Amphoe Muang, Chiangmai Province. The analysis recipients were from 21-30 years of
age, had a bachelor degree’s education, earned approximately 10,000 bahts per month,
and possessed a high knowledge of ecotourism.

3. The result of public opinion was high concerning ecotourism tourism
development.

4. Important recommendations for the problems of tourism were related
to the service and development of the environment around the attraction, particularly,

improved cleaning practices.
