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Planning and Management for Spiritual Tourism Development in Kanchanaburi
Province. The objectives of this research were to investigate basic information and resource
audit in temples and places for Buddhist practice, to study the management of the places
for Buddhist practice, to survey Buddhist practitioners’ satisfaction and desire, and to
provide suggestion on developing spiritual tourism in Kanchanaburi. Four temples were
selected as samples which were Mai Charoenphol Temple, Manotammaram Temple,
Tahsadej Temple, Sunantavanaram Temple. Tools used in this research were Resource
Audit, interviews and questionnaires.

The research indicates that Mai Charoenphol Temple has peaceful and natural
environment for Buddhist practice. Manotammaram Temple has historic tourism sites,
archeological sites, and archeological finds. Tah Sadej Temple is situated near Lamphachi
River which is one of the suitable site for Buddhist practice. Sunantavanaram Temple is a
forest temple where the Japanese monk teaches Buddhism, has peaceful naturally. As for
places management, the Buddhist practice activities were scheduled for the period of 3, 5,
or 9 days. Buddhist practice and listening to Buddhist teaching were included activities.
Activities were held mostly on Buddhist holidays. Regarding the Buddhist practitioners'
satisfaction and comments showed that they enjoy praying, paying respect to the Buddha
and keeping 5 and 8 Buddhist commandments at the 'very much.' Practitioners were
satisfied with lodging serviced, food and toilet at the rate of 'much.’

Suggested ways to develop spiritual tourism in Kanchanaburi as follows:

Vision: To be the national center of spiritual tourism.

Mission: To support efficient Buddhist practice and to develop spiritual tourism to
attract both Thai and foreign tourists.

Strategies: 1. Develop more efficient and sustainable Buddhist practice.

2. Implement education center for Buddhist practice. 3. Develop spiritual tourism routes link
with tourist sites. 4. Develop up-to-dated public relation media. 5. Encourage people for

more Dhamma practice at the temples. And 6. Prepare Buddhist practice of foreigners.
