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This study looks at the factors contributed to the economic growth of Phangnga,
various aspects of the economic development, problems and effects caused by such
development, and solutions to such problems.

it is found that the geographical nature, climate and natural resources of the
province were the factors that created various occupations and promoted the economic
growth of Phangnga. The economic structure of the province consisted of three majors
areas: agriculture, mining, and tourism. Ali of these three showed the great potentiality and
abundant natural resources of the province. Moreover, the economy growth of the province
was also promoted by the government through the National Economic and Social
Development Plans.

However, the rapid economic growth without strict conirol and management by
relevant departments has caused a wide area of problems. Therefore, it is necessary that
the government, private sector and locals cooperate in order to solve the problems and

manage the natural resources of the province to a sustainable state.
