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The research titled, Needs of Local People for Sustainable Ecotourism
Development in Amphoe Phi mai, Nakhon Ratchasima Province, has the following
aims : 1. Perform a resources audit in Amphoe Phi mai, Nakhon Ratchasima Province.
2. Analyze personal data from the personal data analysis. 3. Study the needs of the
local people. 4. Study the problems and make recommendations for them.

Data analysis was carried out by using a resources audit form and a
questionnaire. The results are below.

1. The resources audit revealed that there are 5 attractions and 3 festivals
found in Phi mai, Nakhon Ratchasima Province. The 5 attractions are Sai Ngam,
Thung Samrit Memorial, Phi mai National Museum, Phi mai Historical Park, Suanthaisilp
and the 3 festivals are the Phi mai festival, a boat competition, and Thung Samrit
festival.

2. The Personal Data analysis was created using 400 local people from
Nakhon Ratchasima Province in the amphoe of Phi mai. The analysis recipients are
from 31-40 years of age, have a high school education, make approximately
5,000 bahts per month, and possess a moderate knowledge of ecotourism.

3. There is a need to develop and sustain attractions such as Phi mai
Historical Park, Phi mai festival, Thung Samrit Memorial, Sai Ngam, and Phi mai
National Museum.

3.1 Most of their needs range from developing asphalt roads, home
stay management, traffic lights, and waste system management to developing guides
and activities of E-san Culture, supporting local labor, and generating youth awareness.

3.2 Furthermore, personal factors and supporting factors were a
significant statistical level of P.=0.05. In addition, personal factors such as residence
were not a significant factor.

4. Some recommendations for the problems of tourism are related to the
improvement and development of the environment around the attractions, particularly,

improved cleaning practices.
