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The purpose of this research was to study the potential of natural resources and tourist
facilities, problems and new approaches to tourism development at the Eco-tourism Floating
Amphawa Evening eco-tourism as a source of Samutsongkhram province. Tools used in this
study were the corrected data by survey the rating scales of and the interview. The questionnaire
the 440 samples in the questionnaire consisted of 4 groups which were included government
officials, community leaders and people in local entrepreneurs and tourist. The data analysed by
mean and stand deviation of statisfical. And interview executives and community leaders involved

in tourism development Floating Amphawa evening by analyed the content.

The results of research were as follows:

1. Potential of tourism resources and facilities in the Eco-tourism Floating Market
Amphawa Evening were a tourist who has plenty of natural and facilitate. That have a
capacity adequate to tourists. But should take care of the environment, restoration of art-
culture and tourism activities on a regular basis and continuously.

2. Reviews of the samples on the Eco-tourism Floating Market Amphawa Evening
concluded that all four group samples. They were agree that the floating market Amphawa
evening, Samutsongkhram was eco-tourism as well as the environmental and social culture.
But the problems and obstacles in developing such a lack of continuity of management,
the participation of local communities, the recreational activities, and the facilities of tourism.

3. Administrators and community leaders proposed the development of Eco-
tourism Floating Market Amphawa Evening, Samutsongkhram province that should be
staging Village/meeting and public hearing for the people have exchanged opinions on
problems and fix common problems that happen on a regular basis, should monitor and
evaluate activities and projects arising from travel on a regular basis to find a way to
prevent problems that arise and affect the degradation of torture, forecast natural, social
arts, and environmental tourism. And should focus on the participation of the people, the
growing awareness and educate the public, the tourists and tour operators for
environmental conservation, historic site, culture and valuable tradition of community
