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This research aimed to study tourists’ satisfaction toward Marine Ecotourism in
Adang Island, Satun Province categorized into the variables of gender, age and nationality.
The samples including 320 tourists who visited Adang Island were selected by accidental
sampling. The instrument was questionnaire designed by the researcher and validated by
experts. The data were analyzed by descriptive statistics including frequency distribution

and percentage which were presented in tables with description.

The results found that
1. The majority of the samples were male tourists. They came from Asia.
Their age was 31-40.
2. Most tourists had high satisfaction toward the management.
3. Most tourists had average satisfaction toward the place and its facilities.

4. Most tourists had average satisfaction toward the personnel and services.
