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This research aims to study and develop the environmental graphic design for
supporting southern identity tourism in zone 2: a case study of Nakhon Si Thammarat
Province. From the area survey, the researcher finds that the area in the city of Nakhon Si
Thammarat Province has no the visual aid about the environmental graphic to present the
province’s identity and the existing visual aid cannot communicate to the passer-by in the
universal standard. The data collection about the environmental graphic design in the city of
Nakhon Si Thammarat Province to analyze the present problems and the study about the
conditions of the history, the artistic work, and the art and culture can help to improve and
develop the visual aid of the environmental graphic for the clear result, can be used for the
same universal standard and then, can be presented to the related organizations to plan
and make the environmental graphic in the same way for supporting the identity and the
tourism in Nakhon Si Thammarat Province. The research methodologies is the collection of
data by collecting the paper data and the related researches and collecting the fieldwork
data by using the questionnaire to ask the tourists, then designing for the conclusion and
evaluating the study by the graphic design specialists and the experts in the related fields to
develop the works for the completeness. The results can be summarized to be the works
for studying and the developing 5 sets of the format of environmental graphic and symbol
system. 5 sets are as follows; 1)The symbol of the religious places and the important holy
places (Pictogram 1) 2) The symbol of the official places, the facilities and the services
(Pictogram 2) 3) The symbol of the eco-tourist attractions (Pictogram 3) 4) The Direction
Sign 5) The Information Sign. These 5 sets are beautiful, coherent and easy to

communicate the meaning to the users.
