INTERNATIONAL EXHIBITIONS

Bel.ween 1992--1993, there has been a8 60% increase in the
number of international exhibitions held in Thailend from 40
events in 1992 to 64 events in 1993. This shows the ways in
which this area of touvrism is being develoned. Manufecturing,
Lechnolosyy, transport, and communication are the main subjects
of pnblic interest, ailil combined to account for about 0% of the
exhibitions held in 1993. Most of the exhibitions were essentially
t,rade shows with some consumer elements. Only 8 handful were
consumer-only events.

With the opening of Queen Sirikit National Convention
Centre in 1991, internatiocnal exhibitions which require lsesrse
exhibition space, sophisticated audio-visual and tele-communi-
cations systems have found their home. It is not surprising
that. 73% of the events held in 1993 were held at Queen Sirikit
Nationgl Convention Centre. Other exhibitions centres such as
tthe convention hells at Central Plaza Hotel have played a minor
role 1n receunt. times.

International exhibitons held in Thﬂiland $ti11 depends a
Jot. on local exhibitors whose business are registerred in Thai-
land. Last yesar, an averasge exhibition involved asbout 50-100
local exhibitors with up to 25 foreigdn companies.

in 1993, more exhibitions reporbted having o higher number
of visitors than before, with 31 events (48%) reported having
over 10,000 visitors «ompared with only 30 % of the previous
year.

At. prosent, there are about 20 listed exhibition ordanisers
in Thailand. Reed Tradex is the ascknowled¥ed market leader,
having handled about 25 % of Lhe totLal evenls last year. BMS

is the next



in line. Clubs and assoeciastions, chamboers o commerce and
vovernment department s, alTthousth enthusiastic sponsors  of
exhibitions, are not veared up to handle Lhe exhibitions
themselves but prefer Lo use Lhe services off Lhe professsionals.

Much of ULhe tourism business raolabed Lo exhibitions is in
act, local. In 19493, L hers were about half a million visitors
Lo the exhibhitions, and 95% were Thar., Buat Lhe number of fforeivn
visitors has increased over 60 percent, compared with Lhe previous
year. As exhibitions dare getting Lo be more internstional in
content, it 1s expected that Lhe tourism part of the busineuss
related to exhibition will he gettling more international too.

Compared with Singapore and Honskondg, Thailand's exhibition
hbusiness is fast, developing, and potential Tor ¥rowth is great
wilLh Thailand becoming an importsnt gateway to business in

IndoChina.

INTERNATIONAL MEETINGS

During the past 6 ycars 1987 1993), Lhere hays been an
increase of 71% in the number of international meetings reported
v be held in Thailand (from 348 meetings in 1987 to 597 meet ings
in 1993). The increase is due Lo various factors, including the
gactual increase in bthe meetings being held, and better dets
collection system.,

Retween 1992--93, there has been an increase of 19% in the
number of internstional meetings ; 40% of the events held in 1993
were held in Bangkok, 20% in Phuket, 10% in Chiengmai and Pattaya.
Over one hundred 4“housand people were reported o attend the
meetingsi snd about 60%X were from overseas. Malaysian deledgates
made up the highest proportion, followed by the USA, Japan,
Singapore, China, Australia, Korea, and the Philippines. All in

all, the Asian market still constitutes Thailand's major merket

in the convention sector of tourism business in Thailand.

Meet. ings relsting to trading and retniling are the most
popular by far, accounting for about 30 % of the topics
discussed at meetings in 1993, The second most popular tonic
i« social science (15%) which combines anthropology, politics,
psychology, sociolo¥y, welfare, history snd geodgraphy. The thiﬁd
most popular subjects are those of mediesl science, building &
cansbruction and mwmanufagcburingy each makes up about 7% of the
topic discussed at international meetings in 1993.

In 1993, 88 % of the international meetings (232 events)
were ordganised by corporate sectors. The rest was organised by
clubs and associal.ions.

A survey of tLhe meel ings attendants show that Lhe majority
aft them a8re meicey, aged bebween 31-50 and sbout half are  the
professionals or held administrative or manaderial positions.
The majority travel alone Lo Thailand to attend convention and
they visited Thailand for the first LtLime.

Regarding expoenditure, the survey shows bLhat the averade
cxpenditure of a convention participant has incresased Lremedously
since 1991 from 2,876 baht per day to 6,807 baht per day in
1993. Major cxpenses include accommodat ion (30%), shopping (26%),
incal tours (15%), food and beveragdes (%) and entertasinment
(7%). On sverave, n meeting attendsant paid about 1,560 baht as
resistration fee. Iindeecd, tLhe observed Jarde incredase in the
sveradge deily expenditure of un oversess meebting attendant is
ihie o a huge increase in the cost of sccomodation, rather than
vther Lype of incresases. 0On averadge, in 1993, 8 foreign attendant
paid $US 84 for one night accommodsation in a 4 or 5 stars' hotel,
(often arran¥ed by convention organisers) compared with about
$US48 in 1991,

According to the survey, there were a total of 63,817 foreign
participants in 1993; and they spent on averasge 4.7 days in Thai-
land. Based on these facts and figures, il is posssible to make
# roudh estimate that the total personal expenditure of an over-
sees  visitor attending international meetings would be about

2,025 million baht in 1993. And company-paid
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expenses could be about same or double that amount. Such figdureés
are based on reported events only; and hence could be regarded

as minimum est imates.

INCENTIVE TRAVEL

In 1993, a total of 375 incentive tour g¥roups were reported
to come to Thailand. Compenies which sponsor incentive tour
groups are fFrom many different types of industries. A significant
proportion come trom sutomobile and accesories industry, food
and beverages, insurance and assurance, electronic and electrical
appliances, finance and banking, pharmaceutice]l] and medical
industries.

A sizeabie proportion of incentive tourists come from
Malaysia, Japan, the USA, UK, Australia, ltaly, Spain  and
Singapore. Malaysis, being Thailand’s closest neighbor, reported
highest number of incentive tourists. O0f 39,646 foreign tourists
on incentive tours, 18% were from Malaysia, 11% from Japan, 7%
from Lhe USA, and 11 doescendinyg ordevr, Singapore, Frence,
Hongkong and Korea,

incentive tour ¥roups are of varying stize. 38% had below
50 in the group; 29% had between 50-100, 20 X% had between 100-
200 snd 7% hed more than 200 people in the group. 42% of the
ssroup spend between 3-5 days in Thailand and 32%
spent 7 desys or more visiting Thailand.

Data show that Banskok still remains the most important
single gateway to Thailand for inbound incentive travel. 62%
of the tour ¢€roups reported having passed this primate city.

The second most papular ity is Phuket (16%), followed by
Pattaya (14%X). Other up-and—coming destinations include
Kanchansbu:ri, Cha-am, Hua--Hin and Samui.

An expenditue survey of individual foreign Lravellers on
incent.ive tours reveals Lhat 33% of them spent below $1,000
duriny the entire trip to Thailand; 27% spent bhetween $1,001-
62,000 and 31% spend over $2,000. This was the out—-of-pocket

expenses of the individual Lravellers; and they mostly spent



it on personal shopping. Other big expenses such as hotel
charges, food and beverages, local tours, transport, recreation
and entertainment are their cqmpany's responsibility.

The total eapenditure for shopping for an sverage foreigner
on an incentive tour is estimated to be about $US 1,408. Working
on the estimate that there were aboul, 39,616 reported incentive
travellers in 1993, the total amount spent on shopping could
amount to about 1,395 million baht. Assuming shopping mekes up
20% of the total expenditure incurred by companies and individusl
t.ravellers, all the total tourist expenditure on incentive tLravel
could be estimated to be about 6,975 million bsht for 1993. And
this amount is the minimum estimate only, as it is based on the
pepgﬂggg events. Unreported events are not taken into considerastion.

It is apparent that with the continuing high growth in Asian
economies and the bouFeoning tourism industry in the region,
coupled with the fact thet many countries in Europe, North America
and Australis are reportedly coming out of recession, incentive

travel is an attractive proposition to Thailand's tourism industry.

come to Thailand because of these special purposes. And these
npecial €roups of travellers want somewhat different facilities
from ordinery tourists. So far, hasic information sbout these

group of travellers are limited; bhence, the purpose of this research.

INTERNATIONAL EXHIBITIONS : exhibitions which draw participants

from two or more countries outside the Asian region, from more
thsn one continent.
REGIONAL EXHIBITIONS 1 exhibitions which drew perticipants

from two or more countries from the Asisn region.

NATIONAL OFFSHORE EXHIBITIONS : exhibitions which draw parti-

cipsnts from one country and has the capacity to meet offshore,

Asjian region, or outside the Asian region and the host country.

4) Various samples of detailed information has been selected with

the permission of convention or#ganisers for presentation in this report.

%) To obtain data relating to the profile of meeting attendants
and their expenditure patterns, 8 questionusire survey was launched

during the months of October, November and December, 1993. With the
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co-operation of meeting organisers, questionnaires were distributed
to attendants to fill-up, and returned to the counter or dropped in
the questionnaire box, when completed. Only 1,705 guestionnaires
out of about 4,200 hand-outs were returned. Hence, data tabulated

in this report, and hence statistical estimation, generalisations
and conclusions drawn upon in this research, are only based an

METHODS OF DATA (3()IJIJE§C31"I ON

1. A questionneire survey wis administerred to a list of inbound
tour agencies redisterred in Thailand. Of 48 tour compsnies, 28
responded to Lhe questionnaire and stated that they are in the
business of conducting incentive tLours from overseas countries.

The response rate was 58% after 2 follow-ups. A telephone follow-up
was conducted and it was fFound that the majority of non-respondents
do not conduct incentive tourst and a few of those who do refused

to co-operate.

2. During the months of November 1993, a mini-survey of a sample
of foreign tourists who were visiting Thailand on and incentive
tours in Ban¥kok, Phuket and Pattays were selected for a short

interview about their expenditure.



CHAPTER P

OVERVIEW

1. An overview of international events reported to tske place
in Thailand in 1992 show that there were 541 international events
reported; of which B1% (439 events) were corporate meetingsy 11%

were associations meetings and 7% were trade exhibitiouns,

2» A total of 471,787 people participated in international
eventsy 14% were foreigners. Trude exhibii,ions were normally
open to public and hence could command more audience (B1%)

compared with 811 kinds of meetings which are more exclusive.

d. Off-shore events were not common iIincidences as they made
up only 13 X of total events reported. Re¥ional events were
more prevalent (31%), whereass international events were most

common (55%).

4, During 1992-3, there was an increase of 22% in a1l kinds

of international events; from 541 evenlts in 1992 to 661 events
(excluding incentive travel). Corporate meetings stilj enjoy

8 lar¥er share (76%X) of the total listed events. International
association meetings have also increased by 43X, from 62 events

in 1992 to0 89 events in 1993, Trade exhibitons increased by 60%.

b. Incentive trevel is mostly off-shore events with 375% s€roups

(39,646 pax) reported to come to Thalland in 1993. Association
meet ings are hardly off-shore eventsy so are corporate meetings
which are more international or regional rather than off-shore.
Trade exhibitions are most likely to be internatonal, drawing

foreign exhibitors from different parts of the world to exhibit
their products for public viewing in Thailand. And sssociation

meet ings are more regionel than international.

6. A1l in all, activities which are more related to tourism
are meetings (corporete meetings rather than association

meet.in¥s) followed by incentive travel and exhibitions.

CIHAPTER 3

INTERNATI ONAL FEXHYIIBITIONS

1. Between 1392-1993, there has been an increase of 60%
in the number of international exhibitions held in

Thailaond, from 40 cvenlhs in 19492 Lo 64 evenlbs in 1990,

SUBJECT CLASSIFICATION OF EXHIBUTIONS

A. There hes mnot been much significant, chandes in the type

of exhibitions heild. In 1992, 35 % of reported exhibitions
rocused on the manufacburing technology, 20% on technotltogy,
and 12% on commerce. The rest concentrated on building and
construction (5%), travel and tourism (7%), transport and
communication (7%). In 1993, manufacturing (23%), technology
(17%) and transport & communications are the main subjects

of public interest and all combined to account for about

50X of the total international exhibitions organised during
the year. In addition, there are more exhibitions held in the
fields of agriculture (4%), arts and culture (6%X), education
(3X), and notebly in transport and communication (11%),

compared with the previous year.

INTERNATIONAL, REGIONAL or NATIONAL OFF-SHORE EVENTS

3. It is importent to note here that the name of the events
may indicate something relating to Asia-Pacific, or Asia or
Thailand or Banskokj; yet such events could be 'international‘,
and not ’'regional' because they draw participants either
spectators or exhibitors from one or more countries outside

the Asian re¥ion, and from more than two continents,.

4, However, if we classify exhibitions in terms of nationalities

of exhibitors, we would find more ’'offshore' exhibitions being
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held in Thatland this year than lasl, year. This year, there were
five offshore exhibitions which involve mnationals of one
specific foreign country only, coming to exhibit their
products in Thailand. These evenlLs include Belgium Quality

Goods Fair, German Technology Fair, Taiwanese Furniture Fair,
Chinese Trade Fair and British Educoltion Fair. They were

mainly organised throu¥h their Chswmbers of Commerce, or semi--
yovernment bodies in Thailand. In 1932, there were two reported
offshore eventss: Korean Trade Fair and the German Technology

Trade Fair.

TRADE OR CONSUMER EVENTS?

5. Most of the events are trade snd consumer shows; 85% in
1993 and 80% in 1992, Only a few were consumer shows only
such 8s Thailand Show Case organised by NC(C Msna¥ement and
Americen Express, to display a selected ran¥e of exclusive,
imported gifts to sell to the public on the occasions of
Christmas and the New Year. United Nations slso hosted

various exhibitions for public viewing only.

WHEN EXHIBITION?

6. Data show no definite patterns as to the timing of
international exhibitions held throughout the years. But it
seems that November is the most favourite month for
organisers, snd January asand December, the least favourite.
For other months, frequency of exhibitions is quite evenly
distributed. But because Thailand does not hold as many
international exhibitions, data do not show definite patterns
of accumulative frequency. One reason is that there are only
s few active organisers in Thailsnd and they could not handle
sp many events during a pertod of one month. Hence, they
have to spread out their efforts throughout the year, in

accordance with their available resources.
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DURATION OF EVENTS

7. In 1993, 60% of international exhibitions were of 4 days
duration. 12% lasted 3 days, and 10% lasted five days. All in
all, 84% lasted 3-5 days. In 1992, 82% were held between 3-5H
days with a strong bias towards 4 days in duration. The averade

{median) length is 4 days lon¥ for both years.

VENUE

8. Queen Sirikit Nationsl Convention Centre played 8 greater
role as the centre of international exhibitions in Thailand
w{th 73% of the events being held there in 1993 and 55% in 19332.
BIEC has lost its importance, once the Queen Sirikit National
Convention Centre has been officially launched as Thailand's
premier place for international convention and exhibitions.
Hotels as well as United Nations Convention Centre are not
chosen as places for large international exhibitions

because of lack of adegquste space and facilities.

ORGANISERS OF EVENTS

9, At present, there are about 20 listed exhibition
organisers. (See Appendix). Reed Tradex is the market

ieader in the interna-tional exhibitions business with 25%
share of the total market in 1993 an increase of 5% over
1992, Research shows that Reed Tradex has doubled the events
it handled from 8 events in 19392 to 16 in 1993. BES {(Business
Exhibitions and Services) is the second market leader in the
field. The rest of the events were handled by smaller private
exhibition organisers. Clubs and Associations, Chambers of
Commerce and sovernment departments have not. become aggressive
in handling exhibitions directly. Rather, they prefer Lo use

professional services of commercisal exhibitions organisers.



EXHIBITION VISITORS (LOCAL & FOREIGN)

10. Orgenisers report a total of 383,959 visitors to the
exhibitions in 1992. Of this number, 96% (369,656) were Thai
visitors. Only less than 5% (14,303) were forei¥n visitors.
Research shows that in 1993, 95X of international exhibitions
had between 1,000 - 10,000 total visitors, and B5% of them had

less than 1,000 foreign visitors.

11, In 1993, it is reported that a total of 537,542 visitors
visited the exhibitions; q5% (514,574) were Thais and the rest
(22,968) were foreigners; a total increase of 39.9 % over the
previous year, in terms of total attendance, and an increase of

60X in terms of foreign attendance.

12. In 1993, more exhibitions reported having higher number
of visitorsg 24 events reported having between 10,000-20,000
visitors (1ocal and foreign) compared with 10 events in 19923
10X had over 20,000 visitors compared with 5% in 1992. This
shows a better and more effective promotion on the part of
or¥anisers and ¢greater public awareness of the importance of
exhibitions as a source of information and knowledge than in

t.the past.

13. All in all, research findings indicate that internaetional
exhibitions do not attract maeny foreign visitors into Thailand
to view the exhibits. As data show, only 4-5X of totael visitors
were foreigners. In 1992, 85% of exhibitors report less than
1,000 foreign visitors, and the percentage has reduced to B2%
in 1993. it seems that exhibitions held so far are mainly for
the Thais as the main target Jroupi snd not enough publicity

was done to attract foreign visitors oversesas.
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LOCAL AND FOREIGN EXHIBITORS

14, Internetional exhibitions held in Thailand still depend =
lot on local exhibitors, which include foreign companies whose
business were redisterred in Thailend. In 1992, 50X of
exhibitions involved 1-25 foreign exhibitors, and ihe same
percent.age involved between 100-300 local exhibitors. In 1993,
the pattern is sbout the same with 48% of exhibitions had 1-25
foreign exhibitor-companies and 34% hasd between 100-300 local
exhibitor-companies involved in the show. In 1993, the averadge
(medien) exhibition involved between 71-100 local exhibitors

and up to 2H foreign exhibitors.

CHAPTER 4

INTERNATIONAL MEETINGS

1. Between 1987-1993, there has heen a steady increase
in the number of international meetings held in Theiland
from 348 meetings in 1987 to 597 in 19933 an increase of
i1% This shows an saverage annual growth rate of about

Y. per annum. Apart from +the fact that such statistics
reflect the actual incresse in the number of meetings
being held, the observed increase could be due to the
better recording system or better system of deta collection
and better CO*DDQPBtiDn with private and public a¥encies
{which organise meetings) and hence give more opportunities

for the events to be formally registerred and reported.

2., PFocusing on the events which took place between 1992-93,
more internationel meetings were observed to be held in all
ma jor touristic towns; an increase of 19% of the national
total registerred events. Apart from Bangkok which hosts
243 events (40%) in 1993, Phuket is the second wmost
favourite town with 20% share of the market (114 events),
followed by 64 events (10%) in Chiengmai and 62 events (10%)
in Pattaya.

3. In 1992.‘68! of the international events were held

in Bangkok with a total attendance of 34;156 (51,870
overseas and 32,286 local), and increase of 16,7% of
overeeas sttendance and 8 decrease of 7.2X Iin local
attendance, conpured with the previous yesr. But In 1993,

a slijhtly]lower percentage of meetings were held in Bangkok
(65% were held in Bangkok). In totel, 63,817 overseas
attendants and 42,963 local attendants registerred to attend
the mest ings, which makes en increase of 23% and 33% of over-

seas and local attendance respectively compared with the
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previous year. In recent times, more and more meetings are

ordanised outside Bangkok to avoid traffic problems

4. OFf all the overseas sttendants registerred in 19933,
Thailand's major markets still remain tto be Malaysia
(7,315), USA (5,175), Japan (5,162), Singapore (4,031),
China (3,391), Ausbfalia (3,630), Korea (3,718) and the
Phitippines (3,101). This patltern of markel, disbLribution

was .he same for 1992,

Ha Between 1882-93, there was s pronounced decrease in
the number of asttendants from Hong Kong (-25%), but a

slight decrease in the number of Singsporeans, Australians,
und Indians (less than 9 X decrease}. But for other markets,
t.there have been & marked increase particularly for United
Kingdom (+134%), Korea (+68X) and Japan (+54%}. All in all,
the Asian market still constitutes Thailand’'s major market

in international meetings' attendance.

6. As far as subject classification of international
meetings is concerned, the largest single category is
commerce which combines advertising, retailing, real
estate and trading. This catesfory constitutes about

25% of the total topics discussed in the international
meet ings refgistered for 1992 and 1993. The second most
populer topic is socidal science (14% in 1993 snd 11% in
1992). This cetegory combines anthropology, politics,
psychology, sociology, welfare, history and geography).
Medical science constitutes the third largest cstegory
together with building & construction (7%) and manufacturing
(7%). Other up and coming trends are technology, transport

& communicaetion, computer, travel and tourism.



7. As far as monthly veriations are concerned, there are
no pronounced fluctuations, but rather the frequency is
characterised by sn even spread throughtout the yesr with a
s1ight preponderance of meetings being organised in
October, November, February and July compered with other

months. Such trend is observed for both 1992 and 1983.

8. Of all the Iinternational meetings regdgisterred in 1992

89 were assouciation meetings, the rest were corporaste and
fovernment meetings. In 1993, it was reported that there

waere 37 internationsl association meetings with 20,679
attendants, and 273 internationel corporate meetings with
41,230 attendants, Inaddition, there were 52 regional
association meetings with 15,789 attendants, and 133 re<¢ional
corporate meetings with 20,110 attendants. As for off-shore
meetings, there were none of the associat ion meeltings,

but 102 corporate meetings with 8,977 attendants.

CHAPTER S

CONVENTION PARTICIPANTS

1. A survey of attendants of international meetings in
1993 shows that 64% of convention attendants were male,
25% were feﬁa]e; over 8 % aged hetween 31-50 years, 32%
were professionals, 18X were in the administration or held

managerial positions.

2. 53 % of respondents indicated that they stayed in
Thailand for 3-5 days, 722% stayed 6-7 days. 33% said that
the convention was only of 2 dayé' duration; 34X reported

that they sttended the convention which iasted three days.

3. 78% of survey respondents +travelled +to Thsiland to
attend the convention alone. 14X trevelled with accompanyinyg
persons. Of Lhis number, 70% travelled with one companibn,
14% travelled with two compenions and over 10% travelled
with 3 or more than 3 compenions. And 64% sasid they visited

Thailand fTor Lthe first time,.

4. A total of 10X of survey respondents steted that they
travelled on & group tour. 6% said their convention fees
were paid by Lhe organisers of the meetings. 36X said their
convent.ion expenses were fully paid by their companyl
whereas 33X reported bLhet their convention fees were partly
paid by their company and 17X used their own money to pay

for the conventicon.

5. Of those whose convention fees were paid by the company,
21X said the company paid helf of the cost§ and 19X said
the compeny paid more than half of the cost, Redarding

exponses of convention participants, 20% of survey
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respondents spent below €1,000; 35X spent between $1,000
-$2,000; 23X spent between $2,001-$3,000 and 9% spent

more than $3,000 8s 8 total expense.

6. Registration or Convention fee was averaded (median) to

be about $ 201-6¢300 per person; an average per day is sbout
1,560 Baht ($62). Usuaslly, the registration fee would include
Lthe cost, of food & bevernge, locnl sivht seeing trips incor-
porated in the program, cost of semingr materials, meet ing
halls' rentsals, speakers®' fee, cost of mailing and other’
administration and secretarial fees. In percentage distribution,
24 % of survey respondents reporﬁed registratioin fee to be
about $ 100 or below; 12% reported it to be between $101-$200;
20% reported it to be between $201-$300; 25X reported it to be
more than $300.

7. The averasge cost of accomodation was between $500-¢1,000.
27% said they spent about that amount for hotel accommodationg

and 22% spent. between $1,0061-¢1,500, in total.

8. The sverage expenses tor shopping waes between $400-$500.
in terms of percentage distribution, 20%X reported having
paid below $100 for shopping, 19 X paid between $500-%1,000
and 13% paid between $101-$200.

9., Convention participants did not seem Lo spend much on

entertainment, as they were mostly casterred for by
convention organisers., Hence, it is not surprising to find
that 20%X gaid that they spent less than $100. 8% spent
hetween $101-$200; 34X did not pay for any entertainment

at all, and 32% did not give any roesponses,

10. Similarly, convention participants did not pay much

more for food asnd beveradges as they were well-provided for
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by conveution ordganisers. (The cost of food & beverages is
already coverrd by the registration fez). 37% said they did
pay for sny food or beverasest 24 % paid less than 100
and 20X paid between $200-6$300.

11, As far as local tours are concerned, 27% paid below
$100; 12X paid between $100-$200 and 35% did not specify

eny exact detaeil.

12. As for local transport, of those who responded to the
survey questionnaire, 58% paid below $100, and 22%X did not

pay at all.

13. Oversll, the survey finds that the average expenditure

of foreign convention participant has increased tremendously
since 1991, from 3,465.21 baht ($US 138) per day in 1991 to
8,367.15 baht (& US 334). Other major expense items are
sccommodat ion (25%X) as the majority of convention participants
stayed in the five - star hotels promoted and arranged by
convention organisers. Shopping is the optional expense which
takes up about 21X of convention sattendants’ pocket moneyi
registration fee (averaged daily) 18%, (extra) local tours 12 %,

amd (extra) food and beverages 7% .

14. According to the survey, there was a total of 63,817 forel®n
paerticipsnts reported teo attend internstional meetings {(both
association and corporate meetings) in 1993; and they spent an
average of 4.7 days in Thailand. Based on these facts and figures,
it is possible to make a rough estimate that the totsl market
size cum value for the international meetings market in 1993 is
about 2,500 million bath or 2,509,597,100 bath, to be exact.

This is based on the estimated daily expenditure of meeting
attendants who attend ‘reported' events only. Hence, such could

be regarded as minimum estimates.

CHAPTER 6

INCENTIVE TRAVEL

1. In 1993, a total of 37H incentive tour groups were reported

to come to Thailand, Companies which sponsor incentive tour
groups 8are from many different types of industries. A significant
proportion come from aut.omobile and accesories industry (13%),
followed by food and beverages (11%), insurance and assurance
(9%), electronic and electrical appliances (6%), finance and

banking (5%), pharmaceulical and medical industries (4%).

2. A sizeable proportion of incentive tourists come from
Malaysia (9%), Japan (8%), the USA (7%), UK (7%), Australia
(6%, l@aly (6%), Spsin (5%) and Singapore (5%). Maleysia,
heing Thailand's closest neighbor, reported highest number
of incentive tourists. 0f 39,646 foreign tourists on incen—
tive tours, 18X were from Mslaysis, 11X from Japan, 7X from
the USA and indescending order, Singeapore, France, Hongkony

and Korea.

3. Incentive tour groups are of varying size. 38% had below
50 in the groupj 29X had between 50-100, 20 ¥ had between
101-200 and 7% had more than 200 people in the group.

4, 17% of incentive tour ¥roups were of 7.day5' durastiong 14%
wore of four days' duration, 13X , three days and 14% are of
five deys’' duration. All in 811, 42%X of the group spent betwesen
3-5 days in Thailend. |

5. Data show that Bangkok still remains the most important
single gateway to Thailand for inbound incentive travel. 62%
of the tour ¥roups reported having pessed this primate city.
The second most pppular city is Phuket (16%), followed by
Pattaya (14%). Other up-and-coming destinations include

Kanchaneburi, Cha-am, Hua-Hin and Samui.
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6, It is interesting to note that many incentive groups come
from Melaysia, but hardly any of them visited HatYai. Raesther,
Bandkok wus chosen as the gatewayj; and if the twin-city
jitineruy was chosen, the populaer route is Bangkok-Pattaya.

On the other hand, European and North-American incentive
groups would opt out for Bandkok-Singepore or Bangkék-
Hongkon¥ routing, if they do not want to visit other Thai

v:ities than Bantdkok.

6. A small survey of some select groups of foreign incentive
travellers in 1993 reveals that 33% of them spent below 1,000
during the entire trip to Thailend; 27% spent between $1,001-
$2,000; and 31% spend over $2,000, This was the out-of-pocket
expenses of the individual travellers; and they mostly spent

it on personal shopping. Other big expenses such as hotel
chardes, food end beverades, local tours, transport, recreation

snd entertainment are their compaeny’'s responsibility.

7. The totel expenditure for shopping for an averayge
foreigner on an incentive tour is estimated to be about

$ US 1,408. VWorking on the estimate that there were about
39,646 reported incentive travellers in 1993, the total
amount spent on shopping could amount to about 1,375 million
baht.. Assuming shopping mekes up 20% of the total expend-
iture incurred by companies and individual‘travel]ers. all
the total tourist expenditure on incentive travel could
be estimated to be about 6,875 million baht for 1993. And
this amount is the minimum estimate only, as it is based
on‘the reported events. Unreported events asire not taken

into consideration.

8. Tour agencies were ssked about the prospects of different
tarket merkets for 1994, The followings are some of their
