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Abstract

Objectives:

To study the potential of the cultural tourism resources in five areas including
humanity, domestic arts, linguistics and literature, physical education and recreation, and
craft. Each area may be classified into cultural activities and cultural places in Phuket,
Phang-Nga, and Krabi. The study has been performed in order to investigate the potential

and interest of tourists towards cultural tourism resources.

Research Methodologies:
1. Collecting cultural tourism data in every district in Phuket, Phang-Nga, and Krabi
from pecple and government officer in Sub — district Administrative Organization.
2. Using questionnaire to rank the interest in cultural tourism from both Thai people
and foreigners in Phuket, Phang-Nga, and Krabi.
3. Analyzing and ranking the interest in culural tourism.
4, Stydying the potential of community in the cultural tourism areas through

questionnaire and interview.



5. Analyzing the potential of community in supporting cultural tourism resources.

Conclusions:

The primary data collection has been performed by classifying the cultural tourism
resources in Phuket, Phang-Nga, and Krabi into 5 areas including humanity, domestic
arts, linguistics and literature, physical education and recreation, and craft. Each area may

be classified into cultural activities and cultural places.

The first rank of cultural tourism resources in each district may be listed as follows:

Phuket:

® Katu: district food

® Talang and Muang: tradition

Phang-Nga:

¢ Kapong, Kuraburi, Takua-Pa, Tab-Pud, and Tai-Muang: ways of life

® Koa-Yac and Muang: tradition

Krabi: (every district) : ways of life
The Cultural Tourism Resource in Phuket which the tourists péy the highest interest
in is the smile. The next interests are sea food, district food, Talang War historical places,

temples, and tradition.

The Cultural Tourism Resource in Phang-Nga which the tourists pay the highest
interest in is the smile and sea food. The next interests are district food, careers, tradition

and temples.

The Cultural Tourism Resource in Krabi which the tourists pay the highest interest
in is the smile. The next interests are sea food, Kanom-Cheen, ways of local Thai life,

Batik, and archeology places.



The Cultural Tourism Resource in Phuket, Phang-Nga, and Krahi which the
foreigners pay the highest interest in is the smile. The next interests are fruits, sea food,

old-style massage, temples, and district food.
