Research Procedure

We used Participatory Action Research (PAR) and the AIC technique in
assigning 60 participants to organize a discussion. The participants were composed
of 5 monks, 3 Chohae . municipal authorities, 6 Chohae garden authorities,10
youngsters,49 villagers and 10 chief villagers which also took part in being the
research team's together,analyze and evaluate results. While practig:.ing, they held 2
conferences to identify weak points and strong ones; they could make use of them in

making the touring management more successful.



Improvements resulted from the research
