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This research was aimed at studying tourism industry in Su-ngai-ko-lok town, Marathiwat
Province. It was focused on 3 aspects: factors yielding impacts on tourism industry, the condition
of tourism industry, and the impacts of tourism industry. Field data were collected by interviews,
ohservation and photographic illustration. The findings were as follows.

There were four factors yielding impacts on tourism industry: Economic conditions
which were capital, equipment, population incomes, CurTency exchange rates, govermment’s
economie policies, international economic groups, economic and marketing crises. Geographic
conditions which consisted of locations, landscape and scenery, climate, and natural resources.
Socin-cultural conditions which were religions, arts and cultures, people’s ways of life. safety in
lives and properties, color discrimination, sex trading, drugs , intra-international political
situations, information services, taking advantages of tourists, and public utility. Apart from
these, there were population factors which were entrepreneurs, labors, and tourists,

Conditions of tourism industry which included business coricerning tourism such as hotel
business, food and drink business, transportation business, shuvenir business, tour puide business,
entertainment business and other services such as travel agents, currency exchange service, and
seminar and convention services.

As for the impacts of tourism industry, they consisted of four aspects: Economic impacts
which included income carned from tourists, lahor hires, souvenir trading. and incomes in lerms
of taxes. Social impacts which were stress reduction, learning, crime problems, sex trading, drug
problems and gambling problems. Cultural impacts included cultural awarencss, values, languags,
viewing cultures as tourist atiractions, and foreign culture absorption. On environmental impacts,

there were restorations of the ancient remains, parks, public utility, wastes, and city sceneries.
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
