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Abstract

Thesis Title : The Leaming Sites for the Community Based Tourism Planning : A Case Study of the

This research was to study 6 types of 21 learning sites of the Network of Trang Basin
Community Organization/NTBC. The research’s objectives were firstly, to study of leaming sites
distribution and analysis potential of the NTBC on community based tourism development, and
secondly, to propose the concept, patterns and development way of the potential learning sites for
community based tourism. The data collected from 3 key informants that was 1) 420 tourists who used or
expected to use the services, 2) 14 representatives of Trang basin community organization, and 3) 35
formal and informal community leaders. The research method used questionnaires for data collecting of
interesting and satisfaction of tourists for visit the leaming sites of NTBC. The semi-structured
interviews were set in two types of for community participation and Community Based Tourism
Planning as following leamning sites management of NTBC, Focus Group Conference and the pattern of
Community Based Tourism Planning,

The results of research demonstrated that the distribution of learning sites of NTBC in term of
ecological landscape and fountainhead forest was completed variety in 6 types of learning sites, while
the midstream and downstrearm areas had only some types of leaming sites. The interest level of tourists
who visited to the leaming sites of NTBC was low to moderate average of 2.92. The reasons of the
low interest fevel had many factors. The access to learning sites has not been ready for travel routes,
transportation and public relations. The potential of learning sites had a few facilities provided. In

addition, the activities support of relevant organizations had very few. The communities had to pay cost



of activities by themselves that came from fundraising. The community learning sites should focused on
services, using public relation media, demonstrations, and providing the necessary infrastructure to
accommodate visitors for learning. Tourists should attractively select any learning sites by themselves.
Basically the top-rated realization should be accommodation, and safety for fourism program based on
seasonal tourism. Accordance with different enyironmental conditions in each area , so the tourism

calendar should be appropriately set for varied leamning sites through out the year.
