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Tourism Management in Papayom District, Pattalung Province.
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Abstract
The objectives of the Effective Approach Management in Amphur
Papayom, Phattalung were to study tourism potential and available resources
for comrhunity tourism in order to improve knowledge regarding community
tourism and organize tourism programmes suitable for the community. There
are various procedures regarding the process of community participation to
manage community tourism information and for studying the potential of
tourism including learning processes and potential tourist site exploration
including data collection regarding location and details from the community in
order to make a map and establish a community tourism program. The
conclusions of the research are;
1. Community tourism were divided into 5 different tourist areas;
The Eco-tourism area consisted of 4 attractions;
Papayom Water Plant (Wang Lane Dam), Bantat mountain

range and forest, Huay Num Sai Water Plant and Nanplew

Waterfall.




The Cultural Historical Tourist area and historical artifacts
consisted of 2 attractions; Don-Klan monastery and Wat-
toong dhamma retreat.

The Traditional Activities consisted of 7 attractions; Kite
flying Competition, Sart Thai Festival, Monk (Thipanet)
Celebratign, Payayom Products Festival, Manora Preservation
Club, Laséng Ceremony and Lankoi Products Festival.

The SMCE Tourist (OTOP Products) consisted of 10
attractions; Coconut shell handicraft, Koh Tao Stir Banana,
Banprao batik, Latex Flowers, Koh Tao batik, natural textile,
broom making, dried banana slices coated in sugar, Lankoi
Community SMCE ( Bee husbandry, Lankoy weave group,
Tailors group, Sing-Lan-Koy Alcohol Producers) and Broom
making group.

The Agro-tourism Attractions consisted of 12 sites; dairy
cattle farm, Mr. Bancha’s mixed fruit orchard, Dr.Surasak’s
goat farm, Mr.Pluem’s mixed fruit orchard, Lan Tuad Luan
farm, local fertilizer production factory, fresh water animal
farmers, cattle farm, Mr.Somboon’s goat farm, local cattle
farmers, local fertilizer producers and rice factory.

2. The potential of tourist sites and the 35 tourist attractions are divided
by an evaluation standard 0-5 mark followed by characteristics such
as the ease of access, facilities, value of tourist sites, response of
local people and management. The result of the evaluation

" regarding 19 attractions with the most potential are as follows; Sart

natural textile (3.28), Nora preservation club (3.27), Huay Num Sai
Water Plant(3.?7), batik textile Kok-Toa(3.21), bio-fertilizer
group(3.21), batik textile Ban-Praw(3.21), dairy farming Kok-
Tao(3.21), cow group Papayom(3.14) and banana products(3.0).
3. The knowledge gained about local tourism to manage local learning
was as follows;
Local tourism management composes of eco-tourism, agro-
tourism and culture tourism.
Development for supporting tourism composes of creating
occupations, developing basic structures, building product
centers, public relations, development of tourist attractions,
creating unique activities and tourism development plans by
stakeholders.
To build knowledge for local communities composes of
service for tourists and knowledge of environment
preservation.
Learning from networks outside community sources
compose of developing self-sufficiency, occupational
management groups.
4. Suitable tourism pfogrammes for the community choosen by 4 local

communities were as follows; Tambon Papayom - fresh water animal

farmers, Mr.Somboon’s goat farm, local cattle farmers; Tambon Lan-

ahd Lan-Koy product festival; Tambon Koh Tao — PapayomWater Plant,
Bantat mountain range and forest trek, dairy cattle farm and fruit
garden; Tambon Banprao — Lantuadluan farm, local fertilizer and
Chokun orange orchard. The program can be set into 1 day or 2 days

and 1 night staying at Kao Poo Kao Ya Natural Park or Thale Noi Non-

Hunting Area.
