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Abstract

This quantitative research, Activity for Cultural Tourism: A Case Study of Tha
Chang - Tha Phra Chan, aims to present the design of cultural tourism activities which
are constructed and presented by the participation of the community and to analyze the
correlation between activities, environment, and community’s need effecting to cultural
tourism of the community.

Research population consist of 215 households in Tha Chang, Tha Wang,
and Tha Phra Chan who are community’s population and outside visitors such as students,
Thai tourism, foreigner tourism, and ecclesiastic group.

Research instrument are observation, questionnaire, and interview guideline.
Data gathering started by 2 times site observation by photography and the site survey.
Secondly, the researcher interviewed M.L. Wanvipha Boorutrattanapan, Associate Professor
Jirapha Woraseangsuk, and the others. Thirdly, the researcher used questionnaire for
collecting data from 50 households and 400 outside visitors which were research samples.
The sample’s size, 400 outside visitors calculated by Taro Yamane's concept at 0.05
significant level and were collected by time proportion selection of a week. Lastly, the
researcher interviewed the 25 famous people of the community; 22 community’s
population and 3 readers such as Mr. Poowadol Saisema, Mr. Somchai Reamtrakool, and
Mr. Somjong Rongkeaw.

Data analyzing started by types of activities and environment analysis and
correlation analysis between contents of activities and environment. Secondly, the
researcher analyzed the activities by the frequency ranking and statistical analysis.
Percentage and correlation were main statistics which had been used for data analyzation.

The research results pointed that there were 31 activities in 6 types of
activities and 23 environments in 4 types of environments which effected to the cultural
tourism. The activities which outside tourism group need most were site seeing (5.97%),
resting in Thammasat University (7.22%), traditional activities especially festival and Thai

spirit activities (25.25%). The community’s population need Loy Kratong festival (6.51%),



resting in Thammasat University (7.69%) and traditional activities especially festival and
Thai spirit activities (23.29%). Moreover, the correlation reflected that activities, environment,
and community’s need correlated with cultural tourism’s activities. The activities which
should exhibit in these areas are Loy Kratong festival, site seeing, and resting in

Thammasat University.
