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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to develop tourist sources and tourism-related
facilities along the route of Ubon Rachthani — Savannakhet — Da Nang, to evaluate the project of
tourism and facility development and to study the tourists’ opinion towards the tourist sources
along the route under sﬁxdy. The groups in the study were 1,000 tourists from 10 tourist sites, all
of whom were gained by accidental sampling at the tourist sites in question, hotels and on board
the tourist buses; 550 local people comprising Buddhist monks, sub-district leaders, headman,
village committee, village Volunteers, group leaders, local experts, government officials, students,
general people and merchants, all the subjects taken from 8 tourist sites where 11 projects were
undertaken by specific sampling; and 55 committee members, 5 of whom were chosen from each
project through the specific sampling. The research instruments were the form to record the
details of the group meeting, the form to evaluate the development project for the tourism
committee, the form to evaluate the development project for the public and the questionnaires to
survey the tourists’ opinion at the site. Data were collected by the research teams from the
countries involved. The workshop was held in order to understand the project evaluation; the
questionnaire was used to survey the tourists’ opinion. The research team from Vietnam had
difficulty as they were unable to carry out the project thanks to political reasons. The opinion of
5 — 10 tourism committee members was surveyed by using the questionnaire; the questionnaire
was used to survey the opinion of 50 locals to evaluate the project development; the opinion of

100 — 110 tourists from individual sites was surveyed by using the questionnaires. Quantitative



data were analyzed by using statistics, percentage, mean and standard deviation. For the

qualitative data, content analysis and summary were used.

The research results were summarized as follows:

1. There were 11 projects for 8 tourist sources. Thailand had 6 projects for 6 tourist
sites and Laos had 3 projects for 2 tourist sites.
