The research was aimed at assessing the potential of tourist resources of the natural
tourist sites in the plain of the river Moon in Ubon Ratchathani province and working out the
ways to effectively manage the tourist sites in question. The sample subjects were people, local
leaders and entrepreneurs at three tourist sites : Hat Kudue, Hat Wattai and Hat Sriphirom in
Mueang district of Ubon Ratchathani. The sample size was determined by Taro Yamane’s
formula. The subjects were 321. The research instrument was the questionnaire created by the
researcher. It had a five rating scale and its total confidence was . 98. Statistics were percentage,

mean and standard deviation.

The research findings were as follows:

1. It was found that the three tourist sites surveyed had the highes potential. Arranged
from the high to the highest were: facilities, access, attraction, educational importance, communal
cooperation and tourism management and services.

2. A suitable way to manage the natural tourist sources was there should be a variety

of identities. Unique identity of each tourist site was to be found in accordance with the



communal way of life. Due consideration was to be given to the significance of cultural
dimensions. Conservation of environments had to be prioritized. Local knowledge and wisdom
were to be applied to tourism promoting activities. For the operation to be successful, marketing,
cooperation from the state and private sectors, and the local communities was required. The

infrastructure system was to be developed. Publicity service was to be made more available.
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
