ABSTRACT

The Title Factors Affecting the Decision to Travel in

Ubon Ratchatham Provinee, 139 pp. 2007,

The purposes of this siudy were to study the factors affecting the decision to travel in
Ubon Ratchathani Provinee and to compare those influential factors as perceived by visitors
according to their gender, age, income, cduecation level, occupation, and domicile,

This study was conducted as a survey study. The sample group of the study consisted of
400 visitors in the area of Uben Ratchathani Provinee and the visitors who came from different
provinces traveling in Ubon Ratchathani Province in 2005. The sample size was determined usmg
Krejeie and Morgan Table, and the samples were selected using Disproportionate Stratified Random
Sampling Method. The research instruments included a questionnaire with selective cholces and a
five-level Likert scale, which yielded the reliability value of 92, The data were analyzed using

percentage, standard deviation, -test, F-test, and Multiple Regression Analysis

The research findings were as follows :

1. Most of the visitors would like to travel in Ubon Ratchatham Province to see the
nature and were impressed by beauntiful tourist attractions. They traveled by their personal vehicles.
They came with their families or fiicnds and stayed in their relatives’ or friends’ houses. Most of
them needed more information about the routes or distances. Eventually, they decided to travel

because of their friends or relatives.



2. Tourist attraction factors and all the information they perceived influenced their
decisions to travel in Ubon Ratchathani, and could be predicted at the percentage of 44.6.

3. The tourists perceived the factors of tourist atiractions and the perccived
information to be influential to their decision to visit Ubon Ratchathani at a moderate level. There
was no significant difference in the perceptions of the influence of the factors of tourist attractions
and the perceived information of those tourists whose genders were different, and those whose
ages were different had no different opinion about the influence of the factor on the tourist
attractions. The tourists whose income and occupations were different had significantly different
opinions, at the level of .01, regarding the influence of the factor of perceived information on
their decision making, while those whose cducational levels were different had significantly
different opinions about the influence of both factors, at the level of 01. The tounsts whose ages
and income were different had significantly perceptions of the influence of the perceived
information and the tourist attractions respectively, at the level of .50, There was no significant

difference in the opinions of those whose domiciles were different on both factors.
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
