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The purposes of this study were to investigate the participation of the community on 

the conservation of local hores for a sustaining ECO - tourism, and to identify the problem and 

obstacles found in the conservation of the local horses for conservation tourism. 

The samples of the study were 75 villagers from Nongchad Village, Khamkhuenkaew 

Sub-district, Sirindhorn District, Ubon Ratchathani Province, 1.5 committee members of the 

Conservation Tourism Project, and 283 tourists who visited the villlage during a 10 month period 

from July 2003 to April 2005) four official and unofficial leaders including the chairperson of the 

Sub-district Administration Organization, village headmen and assistant to the village headmen. 

A total of 154 samples were specifically chosen for the study. 

The research findings were as follows; 

1. The community participated in the ECO - tourism by providing the local horses 

for the tourists to ride around. The villagers understand the horses habits, how to take care of and 

how to raise them. They also understand the need to conserve the horses for the tourism and 

learned how to conserve them as well as the natural resources using continued activities. 



2. The villagers had various had various problems, namely : a shortage of money 

capital for the conservation of the horses; lack of public relations in operating the activity; lack of 

support from governmental agencies; lack of space for raising the horses when the number 

increased; and lack of male and female horses for cross-breeding in order to keep the local horses 

forever. 
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
