ABSTRACT
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This study aimed to investigate the current status of ecotourism management at Ban Na
Trekking Trail in Phou Khao Khouy National Protected Area, analyze the quality of this
management, and provide an appropriate ecotourism program that could be implemented and
developed in a sustainable manner. The methodology of the study included semi-structured
interviews with local residents, including the village head and deputy, manager of the Ban Na
tourism unit, local guides, and representatives of home-stay groups. In addition, interviews were
conducted with the manager and deputy manager of Phou Khao Khouy National Protected Area
and the person in charge of coordination between Ban Na and Thaphabath district regarding the
ecotourism project. Direct observations were made by the local guides and the researcher and
quality assessment forms for the project were completed. Data was collected from the interviews,
observations, and quality assessment forms relevant to the aims of the study and classified
according to these aims, and analyzed by content analysis and descriptive statistic analysis.

The results indicated three findings. The first related to details about the main
attraction of Ban Na, trekking into Phou Khao Khouay National Protected Area. The most popular
site was the forest conservation area near the huge Elephant Observation Tower on the banks of

Houay Xay stream where tourists were able to watch wild elephants in their natural habitat. The



study indicated that the management of the ecotourism business was divided into trekking tours
and home-stays and was capably managed by the leaders of local residents, with the income from
tourism services being administered by and distributed among local residents and stakeholders.

The second finding was that the quality of ecotourism at Ban Na was satisfactory. The
study revealed that the forest around Ban Na was a good ecotourism destination with potential for
future development and the local residents possessed sound knowledge, were skilled in managing
the natural resources and the tourism services, and actively participated in ecotourism activities.
The completion of the quality assessment forms resulted in a score of 68 out of a total of 100.
However, a number of obstacles presented themselves to effective ecotourism management at Ban
Na, such as the threat to the area’s bio-diversity, especially the killing of wild elephants by
poachers and the destruction of native habitats by illegal logging. Also a lack of control of the
number of tourists using the trekking trails and the number of overnight-stay visitors at the
Elephant Observation Tower has severely affected the area and insufficient data, ineffective
assessment plans, inadequate trekking materials, and out-of-date information have made
evaluation difficult for local residents and tourism managers.

The third finding was the formulation of a sustainable ecotourism management
approach for Ban Na that must be implemented with strict natural conservation regulations, such
as the stopping of illegal logging, to protect the area. In this way, the Phou Khao Khouay National
Protected Area will become a protected site for people, now and in the future, keen to enjoy,

experience, and learn more about biodiversity and ecology.
